Overcast skies and scattered showers were prevalent throughout much of the week.  The week ended with the arrival of a cool

front which provided showers in the southern portion of the state.  There were 5.0 days suitable for field work.  Soil moisture

supplies were 1% very short, 14% short, 69% adequate and 16% surplus.

Crops
The corn crop was in fair to mostly good condition with 92% reported emerged.  Nearly one-third of the soybean crop had

been planted with 17% of the crop emerged.  Sorghum planting was 68% complete with nearly half of the crop emerged. 

Cotton planting was 38% complete.  Rice planting was 87% complete with crop emergence at 62%. Winter Wheat heading

remained ahead of its normal rate with the crop in mostly good condition. 

Livestock
Livestock remained in good condition.    Farmers continued to fertilize pastures and work cattle last week.  Recent rains

improved pasture and hay crop conditions.
