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Soybean Harvest Underway

There were 4.2 days suitable for field work for the week ending October 08, 2006. Significant rainfall
arrived at weeks’ end. Most areas in Delaware received 1 to almost 3 inches of rain last week with
temperatures in the 80's slightly above normal. Corn for grain harvest was 70 percent complete, 16 percent
above last week. Harvest for soybeans progessed to 10 percent complete, 2 percent above the five-year
average and 5 percent above last year.

Planting of barley increased 13 percent from last week to 25 percent complete. Farmers have begun to
plant winter wheat.

Pasture was rated in mostly fair to good condition while hay supplies were mostly short to adequate.
