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Mid-August Prices Received by Farmers

Preliminary indications of prices received by ldaho farmers for the month of August showed
increases for alfalfa hay, all barley, malting barley, dry beans, potatoes, and all wheat, beef cattle,
and steers and heifers. Price declines were recorded for feed barley, calves, and all milk. Prices
were unchanged for cows.

Nationally, the Preliminary All Farm Products Index of Prices Received in August, at 155 percent,

based on 1990-1992=100, decreased 4 points (2.5 percent) from July. Producers received higher
commodity prices for wheat, hogs, eggs, and strawberries. Lower prices were received for corn,
broilers, soybeans, and milk.

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Potatoes: Acres, Yield, and Production, 2006 and 2007

Idaho Potatoes — Production 2006-2007

Final disposition numbers show Idaho’s 2007 potato crop totaling 130 million cwt, a decrease of 1.2 percent from earlier estimates. Field
run yield of 373 cwt is 4 cwt less than the previous estimate and 13 cwt less than the 2006 crop’s record yield. Harvested area for the 2007
crop was 349,000 acres, unchanged from the previous estimate. Potato disposition estimates for the 2007 crop will be published on
September 25, 2008. The first production estimates for the 2008 fall potato crop will be available on November 10, 2008.

Sugarbeet Production Down

Idaho’s 2008 sugarbeet production is forecast to be 3.57 million tons, up 3 percent from the August forecast, but down 38 percent from a
year ago. Yield of 30.5 tons per acre is down from 2007's record high 34.4 tons per acre. Harvested acreage is expected to total 117,000
acres, down 50,000 acres from 2007.

United States’ sugarbeet production for 2008 is forecast at 26.1 million tons, 3 percent below the August forecast and 18 percent below last
year’s production of 31.9 million tons. Growers expect to harvest 1.06 million acres, down 15 percent from last year. The yield is forecast
at 24.7 tons per acre, down 0.9 tons from 2007.

U.S. Dairy Products July 2008 Highlights

Total cheese output (excluding cottage cheese) was 812 million pounds, 1.5 percent above July 2007 and 0.3 percent above June 2008.
Italian type cheese production totaled 332 million pounds, 1.2 percent below July 2007, and 0.1 percent below June 2008.
American type cheese production totaled 341 million pounds, 4.9 percent above July 2007 and 1.7 percent above June 2008.

Butter production was 117 million pounds, slightly above July 2007 but 2.7 percent below June 2008.

Dry Milk Powders: (comparisons with July 2007)
Nonfat dry milk, human --- 136 million pounds, up 11.0 percent.
Skim milk powders --- 27.1 million pounds, up 41.2 percent.

Whey Products: (comparisons with July 2007)

Dry whey, total --- 90.0 million pounds, down 5.8 percent.

Lactose, human and animal --- 65.2 million pounds, down 0.5 percent.
Whey protein concentrate, total --- 36.0 million pounds, up 8.3 percent.

Frozen Products: (comparisons with July 2007)

Ice cream, Regular (hard) --- 81.9 million gallons, down 3.0 percent.
Ice cream, Lowfat (total) --- 40.0 million gallons, up 4.7 percent.
Sherbet (hard) ---5.18 million gallons, down 3.5 percent

Frozen Yogurt (total) --- 5.42 million gallons, down 2.4 percent.



Idaho Apple, Prune and Plum Production

Idaho is expecting an apple crop of 55 million pounds, up 57
percent from last year but 8 percent below 2006. If realized, this
production ranks behind last year as the second smallest apple crop
in Idaho since 1972. Prune and plum production in Idaho is
expected to total 2,700 tons, up 50 percent from the last year.

The initial 2008 U.S. apple production forecast is set at 9.17 billion
pounds, slightly more than the 2007 crop year but down 7 percent
from 2006. Multiple spring freezes and summer hailstorms
damaged orchards across the nation. However, trees in most areas
of the U.S. experienced a recovery from the devastating growing
weather in 2007.
