MOTOR FUEL SUPPLIES for agricultural uses
vere generally adeguate throughout the state.

MAIN ACTIVITIES for the week included hay-
ing, tilling wheat stubble, getting ready
for harvest, and general farmwork.

WEATHER

TEMPERATURES for the period of August 18-24
averaged from 1 to 5 degrees above normal
throughout the State with the largest de-
partures occurring in the Northeast. The
south-central portions were near normal.
Maximum temperatures in the extreme South
climbed to near 100 degrees during part of
the week.

PRECIPITATION ranged from one-half of an
inch to more than 2 inches in the northern
half of the State. The remaining areas
received little or no rain. The rain fell
during the first part of the week.

The QUTLOOK for the period of August 26
thru September 2 is for near normal
temperatures and above normal precip-
itetion.
