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CROPS

Limited corn and soybean harvest was underway in Illinois last week.
Widespread seed corn harvest has begun, while other farmers have started opening
up fields. There were many reports of corn beginning to lodge because of insect
damage. This lodging may cause some farmers to harvest their corn at a higher
moisture content than they ordinarily would. Soil moisture supplies improved in
Southern Illinois last week and declined in Northern areas. There were a few
reports of soybeans being flattened by heavy rains in the Southwest and southeast
Districts. Field preparation has begun for the seeding of the winter wheat crop.
Last week farmers were cutting corn silage, baling hay, and continued to gear up
for harvest. For the week of September 8-14, there was an average of six days
suitable for fieldwork.

condition of the CORN crop on September 14 was reported as 17% excellent,
72% good, 10% fair and 1% poor. Ninety-four percent was in the dough stage by
September 16, compared to complete for both last year and the five-year average
(1984-88). seventy-five percent of the crop was in the dent stage compared to
93% last year and the average of 98%. Twenty-three percent was mature compared
to 42% last year and the average of 74%. One percent of the crop was harvested
compared to 3% last year and the average of 10%.

condition of the SOYBEAN crop on September 14 was 8% excellent, 69% goed,
22% fair and 1% poor. Forty-two percent of the acreage was turning yellow by
September 16, compared to 68% last year and the average of 80%. Fourteen percent
of the crop was shedding leaves compared to 30% last year and the average of 52%.
One percent of the soybean crop has been harvested, the same as last year, but
behind the average of 9%.

Condition of the SORGHUM crop on September 14 was 4% excellent, 63% good and
33% fair. By September 16, 92% of the crop was heading compared to complete last
year. Forty-three percent was turning color, compared to 82% last year. Seven
percent was mature compared to 50% last year.

ALFALFA HAY condition, as of september 14, was reported as 20% excellent,
63% good, 15% fair and 2% poor. cCutting of the third crop was 85% complete by
September 16, compared to 84% last year and the average of 92%.

PASTURE condition, as of September 14, was reported as 8% excellent, 58%
good, 26% fair and 8% poor.

S8OIL MOISTURE, as of September 14, was reported as 23% short, 72% adequate
and 5% surplus.

AUGUST WEATHER SUMMARY
TEMPERATURES AND PRECIPITATION WERE ABOUT NORMAL DURING AUGUST IN ILLINOIS.

THE FIRST HALF OF THE MONTH RECORDED BELOW NORMAL READINGS AS HIGHS WERE
ONLY IN THE 70'S AND 80’S. LOWS FELL INTO THE 40'S AND 50's, SETTING SEVERAL NEW
RECORDS. THE LAST WEEK WAS HOT WITH MAXIMUM TEMPERATURES CLIMBING INTO THE 90'sS.
IN THE SOUTH THEY ROSE ABOVE THE 100 DEGREE MARK. ELIZABETH (IN THE NORTHWEST
DISTRICT) RECORDED THE LOWEST TEMPERATURE, 45 DEGREES ON THE 7TH. ST. LOUIS (NEAR

THE WEST-SOUTHWEST DISTRICT) RECORDED THE HIGHEST MAXIMUM READING, 101 DEGREES
ON THE 29TH.

THE AVERAGE PRECIPITATION FOR THE STATE WAS 0.11 OF AN INCH BELOW NORMAL.

THE NORTHWEST DISTRICT RECORDED THE GREATEST AVERAGE PRECIPITATION WITH 5.23
INCHES (1.56 INCHES ABOVE NORMAL). THE SOUTH HALF OF ILLINOIS RECEIVED BELOW
NORMAL RAINFALL WITH THE SOUTHEAST DISTRICT RECORDING 1.19 INCHES BELOW THE NORM.
DUBUQUE (NEAR THE NORTHWEST DISTRICT) RECORDED THE GREATEST PRECIPITATION TOTAL
FOR THE MONTH WITH 8.01 INCHES. ON THE 17TH, 3.45 INCHES FELL DURING A 24-HOUR
PERIOD THERE. CHICAGO (IN THE NORTHEAST DISTRICT) ALSO RECORDED 2.85 INCHES ON
THE 18TH. THESE HEAVY RAINS CAUSED SOME FLOODING IN THE STATE.

THE OUTLOOK FOR THE REMAINDER OF SEPTEMBER IS FOR TEMPERATURES TO BE ABOVE
NORMAL AND PRECIPITATION TO BE BELOW NORMAL.

THE 90-DAY OUTLOOK FOR ILLINOIS FROM SEPTEMBER THROUGH NOVEMBER IS FOR NEAR
NORMAL TEMPERATURES AND PRECIPITATION, EXCEPT ABOVE NORMAL PRECIPITATION IS
EXPECTED IN THE SOUTH.

WEATHER

THOUGH THE OFFICIAL START OF FALL IS NOT UNTIL SEPT 23RD, GROWERS ENDED THIS
PERIOD WITH A TASTE OF AUTUMN. WARM AND HUMID WEATHER STARTED THE WEEK BUT GAVE
WAY TO MORE FALL-LIKE WEATHER AT THE END. THE WEEK AVERAGED ABOUT 0 TO 2 DEGREES
WARMER THAN NORMAL WITH AVERAGE HIGHS IN THE MID 70'S TO MID 80'S AND AVERAGE
LOWS 1IN THE 50’S TO LOW 60'S. EXTREMES RANGED FROM HIGHS IN THE MID AND UPPER
80'S TO LOWS MOSTLY IN THE 40'S. ELIZABETH RECORDED A LOW OF 36 DEGREES ON THE
17TH.

RAINFALL WAS MOSTLY ACROSS NORTHERN AND SOUTHERN ILLINOXIS AND LEFT MANY
CENTRAL FIELDS DRY. RAIN AMOUNTS WERE GENERALLY UNDER 1/2 INCH BUT WITH
ISOLATED LOCAL AMOUNTS OF AN INCH OR MORE.

THE FORECAST FOR WEDNESDAY THROUGH FRIDAY, SEPT 19-21, CALLS FOR A CHANCE
OF SHOWERS AND THUNDERSTORMS MAINLY THURSDAY AND FRIDAY. HIGHS SHOULD BE IN THE
70’S NORTH AND 80’'S SOUTH WITH LOWS IN THE 50’'S NORTH AND 60’S SOUTH. THE MILD
TEMPERATURES BOOSTED GROWING DEGREE DAY ACCUMULATIONS GREATLY. MOST AREAS
RECEIVED AN EXTRA 25 TO 60 GDD ABOVE THE NORMAL TOTAL FOR THE WEEK. HOWEVER, GDD
TOTALS SINCE MAY 1 STILL LAG WELL BEHIND NORMAL.
