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Agricultural Summary

Corn and soybean conditions fell slightly last week as cooler than normal
temperatures and dry weather continued. Rain is needed across most of the state,
except for southern areas which received from one to two inches more than normal.
Topsoil moisture across the state is rated as three percent surplus, 46 percent
adequate, 39 percent short and 12 percent very short. No substantial rain has
fallen in some areas since the end of June, with crops on lighter soils, or in
areas where the rains skipped, beginning to show signs of stress. Concern is
higher now because corn is in the critical pollination period. A myriad of bugs
(Japanese beetles, corn borer, corn and soybean aphids, etc.) are showing up in
the fields and causing some concern because of the potential to damage corn silks
and defoliate soybeans. Wheat harvest pushed closer to completion with comments
received ranging from “disappointing” to “the best wheat crop in several years”.
Ninety-eight percent of the wheat crop was harvested as of July 15 compared to
94 percent last year and the five-year average of 91 percent. Post emergence
weed spraying on soybeans is nearly wrapped up and farmers were completing
double-crop soybean planting. Other activities last week included baling straw,
mowing roadsides, making hay, attending county fairs and certifying planted acres
at the local FSA offices.
