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Agricultural Summary

Temperatures across the state last week were one to three degrees above normal
and precipitation was slightly below normal. Rains that fell were scattered
throughout the week which did not allow soils to dry. Days suitable for
fieldwork last week ranged from less than one to three depending on where you
were in the state. A few farmers in northern part of the state were able to
complete some limited fieldwork between showers including applying anhydrous,
spreading dry fertilizer and seeding oats. Southern Illinois farmers were
cleaning drainage ditches in an attempt to get excess water off their fields.
Corn planting has yet to begin and oat seeding continued on a limited basis last
week. Oats planted is 21 percent complete compared to 28 percent last year and
the five-year average of 23 percent. Condition of the wheat crop continues to
improve with the warmer temperatures and rain showers. Wheat condition was rated
as 1 percent poor, 23 percent fair, 67 percent good, and 9 percent excellent.
Alfalfa and pastures are still slowly coming out of dormancy. Other activities
last week included hauling grain, tending calves, attending auctions, preparing
equipment for spring and fixing fence.
