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CROP VALUES INCREASED 37 PERCENT

The total vdue of Indiana crops in
2006 increased 37 percent from a year
earlier to 5.05 hillion dollars. The total
vaue of corn increased 59 percent.
Corn production decreased 5 percent
during 2006, while the average price
rose $1.35 to $3.35 per bushel.
Soybean production increased 8
percent and the average price per
bushel of soybeans increased 52 cents
to $6.30 per bushel. This increase
caused the total vaue of production to
rise 17 percent. Winter wheat
production showed a 30 percent
increase, aong with a total value
increase of 36 percent. In addition, the
average price of winter wheat

increased 15 cents per bushel to $3.30.
The total value of oats increased 91
percent during 2006, while the total
production increased 80 percent. The
average price per bushel for oats
increased 12 cents to $2.10. Total
value of production for peppermint and
spearmint both increased 43 percent.
In addition, the total production for
peppermint increased 24 percent, while
the total production for spearmint
increased 25 percent. Other crops
showing increases in total value were
dl hay, up 7 percent; apples, up 12
percent; and blueberries, up 17
percent. The only crop that showed a
decrease in total value of production

was popcorn, which fell 32 percent
from the previous year.

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PRODUCTION OF DAIRY PRODUCTS

U.S. butter production during January 2007 was 151 million
pounds, 2.5 percent above January 2006 and 10.0 percent
above December 2006. American type cheese production
totaled 343 million pounds for the month, 5.6 percent above
January 2006 and 1.0 percent above December 2006. Total
cheese output (excluding cottage cheese) was 824 million

ounds, 6.7 percent above January 2006 but 0.8 percent

elow December 2006. Creamed cottage cheese production
was 29.5 million pounds, and lowfat cottage cheese in the
U.S. totaled 34.7 million pounds.

The Nation's dairy plants produced 62.0 million gallons of
hard ice cream during January 2007, up 0.3 percent from the
same period last year. Hard lowfat ice cream output totaled
10.8 million gallons, up 31.2 percent from the January 2006
level. Hard sherbet production was 3.32 million galons for
the month, down 14.6 percent from the previous year. Total
frozen yogurt production was 4.73 million gallons, up 14.5
percent from January 2006.

TURKEY HATCHERY

Turkey eggs in incubators on March 1, 2007, in the United
States totaled 31.2 million, up 4 percent from March 1, 2006.
Eggs in incubators were down slightly from the February 1,
2007 total of 31.3 million eggs. The 24.0 million poults
placed during February 2007 in the

United States were up 3 percent from the number placed
during the same month a year ago. Placements were down
6 percent from the January 2007 total of 25.6 million.

2006 RED MEAT PRODUCTION INCREASES 4 PERCENT

Commercial red meat production in Indiana during 2006
totaled 1,500.5 million pounds, uE 4 percent from a year
earlier. The 37,800 cattle slaughtered during 2006 had a
total live weight of 39.7 million pounds. The total live weight
of the 2,900 calves slaughtered during 2006 was 363,000
pounds. Totd live weight of the 7.39 million hogs killed was
1.9 hillion pounds. The total live weight of the 27,000 sheep
slaughtered during 2006 was 2.9 million pounds.

Nationally, commercial red meat production during 2006
totaled 47.7 hillion pounds, 4 percent above last year. Red
meat includes beef, veal, pork, and lamb and mutton. Red
meat production in_commercial plants totaled 47.5 hillion
pounds. Commercial cattle daughter during 2006 totaled
33.7 million head, up 4 percent from 2005. Calf slaughter
totaled 711,300 head was down 3 percent from the previous
year. Hog kill totaled 104.7 million head, 1 percent higher
than 2005. Commercial sheep and lamb slaughter, at 2.70
million head, was up dlightly from the previous year.

U.S. POULTRY SLAUGHTER SLIGHTLY FROM LAST YEAR

The preliminary total live weight of poultry inspected during
January 2007 was 4.81 billion pounds, uE 1 percent from
4.75 billion Blounds ayear ago. Young chickens inspected
totaled 4.12 billion pounds, up dightly from January 2006.
Mature chickens, at 63.3 million pounds, were down
10 percent from the previous year. Turkey inspections
totaled 615 million pounds, up 9 percent from a year ago.
Ducks totaled 16.7 million pounds, up 5 percent from last
year.

Young chickens slaughtered during January 2007 averaged
5.50 pounds per bird, unchanged from January 2006. The
average live weight of mature chickens was 5.90 pounds per
bird, up 6 percent from a year ago. Turkeys slaughtered
during January 2007 averaged 29.6 pounds per bird, down
2 percent from January 2006.
