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HARVEST WINDING DOWN 
 
Agricultural Summary: Despite cooler than average temperatures, 
mostly immeasurable precipitation allowed harvest progress to keep 
its quick pace last week.  Iowa farmers harvested 17 percent of the 
State’s corn crop and 4 percent of the soybean crop during the past 
week.  More than 2.5 million acres of cropland were harvested last 
week.  Though large harvest advances were made during the past 
week, south-central Iowa still has 42 percent of its corn for grain 
standing in the field.  Reports of field tillage and advancing fertilizer 
applications were plentiful.  In some reports, fallfield work was a 
priority over harvest due to speculation that continued favorable 
weather would help dry down standing grain. 
 
There were 6.3 days suitable for fieldwork last week, less than last 
year’s 6.5 days suitable but more than the 5-year average of 5.3 days 
suitable. Topsoil moisture rated 3 percent very short, 16 percent 
short, 77 percent adequate, and 4 percent surplus.  Subsoil moisture 
rated 6 percent very short, 24 percent short, 67 percent adequate, and 
3 percent surplus statewide. 
 
Field Crops Report:  Corn harvest reached 84 percent, 5 percentage 
points behind last year but 1 percentage point ahead of normal.  
The percent moisture of all field corn was 17 percent, while corn 
being harvested percent moisture was 16 percent; each is 
1 percentage point above last year.  Soybean harvest was 98 percent 
complete, 3 days behind normal. 
 

Livestock, Pasture and Range Report:  Quality of hay and 
roughage for livestock feed rated 4 percent poor, 34 percent fair, and 
62 percent good.  The availability of hay and roughage rated 
7 percent short, 84 percent adequate, and 9 percent surplus.  Limited 
and moderate use of stubble fields for grazing increased from last 
week. 
 

IOWA PRELIMINARY WEATHER SUMMARY 
 
 It was a dry week across Iowa with highly variable temperatures.  
The only measurable precipitation came over the weekend with just a 
few locations reporting a few hundredths of an inch of rain.  
Donnellson in far southeast Iowa reported the most rain with only 
0.05 inches.  The statewide average precipitation was only a trace 
while normal for the week is 0.54 inches. 
 
A strong cold front moved across Iowa on Monday (30th); however, 
temperatures reached into the mid 60’s northwest and mid 70’s 
southeast prior to the cold air’s arrival.  Burlington reported the 
week’s highest temperature with 75 degrees on Monday afternoon.  
Temperatures were below freezing statewide by Tuesday (31st) 
morning with the coldest air so far this season in place by 
Wednesday (1st) morning.  Daytime highs were only in the mid 30’s 
to mid 40’s from Tuesday (31st) through Thursday (2nd).  Spencer 
reported the lowest temperature of the week with a Friday (3rd) 
morning minimum of 9 degrees.  Temperatures moderated over the 
weekend with highs reaching the upper 50’s east and low to mid 60’s 
west on Sunday (5th).  Temperatures for the week as a whole 
averaged 5.1 degrees below normal.
