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IOWA HARVEST NEARLY COMPLETE 
 
Agricultural Summary: Seasonal weather last week allowed 
harvest to nearly reach completion.  Iowa farmers have less than 
half of a million acres of the State’s corn crop remaining to 
harvest.  Corn harvest has lagged in south-central Iowa, where 
despite making the largest harvest advances for the past two 
weeks, 18 percent of its corn for grain is still standing in the field. 
        
There were 5.4 days suitable for fieldwork last week, more than 
last year’s 3.9 days and the 5-year average of 5.2 days suitable. 
Topsoil moisture rated 3 percent very short, 14 percent short, 
78 percent adequate, and 5 percent surplus.  Subsoil moisture 
rated 7 percent very short, 25 percent short, 64 percent adequate, 
and 4 percent surplus statewide. 
 
Field Crops Report:   Corn harvest reached 96 percent, 
2 percentage points behind last year and 1 percentage point 
behind normal.  Fertilizer application for next year’s row crop 
acreage is 52 percent complete, compared to 54 percent last year 
and 46 percent for the 5-year average. 
 
Livestock, Pasture and Range Report:  Quality of hay and 
roughage for livestock feed rated 5 percent poor, 34 percent fair, 

and 61 percent good.  The availability of hay and roughage 
rated 7 percent short, 81 percent adequate, and 12 percent 
surplus.  Utilization of stubble fields for grazing was reported 
as 26 percent limited, 29 percent moderate, and 9 percent 
extensive. 

 
IOWA PRELIMINARY WEATHER SUMMARY 

 
Iowa experienced a dry week with seasonal temperatures.  
Measurable precipitation was confined to just a few eastern Iowa 
locations on Monday (13th) morning, Tuesday (14th) night and 
Saturday (18th).  Durango, in Dubuque County, reported the most 
precipitation for the week with only 0.06 inches of rain.  The 
statewide average precipitation was a trace while normal for the 
week is 0.51 inches.  Temperatures were slightly above normal 
from Monday (13th) through Wednesday (15th) and a little less 
than normal for most of the remainder of the week.  Temperature 
extremes varied from afternoon highs of 53 degrees at several 
western Iowa locations on Monday (13th) and Tuesday (14th) to 
Sunday (19th) morning lows of 13 degrees at Audubon, Clarinda 
and Guthrie Center.  Temperatures for the week as a whole 
averaged 0.1 degrees below normal.  Soil temperatures as of 
Sunday (19th) were averaging in the mid to upper 30’s.
