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PESTS AND RAIN 
 
Agricultural Summary:  Rains received the past week should help 
corn ears and soybean pods to fill.  Aphids are affecting soybeans 
with some fields being sprayed twice.  Sudden death syndrome in 
soybeans is being reported in many areas.  Pastures are greening up 
with resent rainfall.  Haying and silage cutting were halted due to wet 
fields.  Cooler temperatures associated with rains are helping 
livestock, though insects continue to be an issue.  Farmers are 
preparing equipment and storage for upcoming harvest. 
 
There were 3.9 days suitable for fieldwork, compared to 3.8 days a 
year ago.  Topsoil moisture rated 3  percent very short, 9  percent 
short, 70  percent adequate, and 18  percent surplus across the state.  
Subsoil moisture rated 3  percent very short, 14  percent short, 
71  percent adequate, and 12  percent surplus.  
 
Field Crops Report:  Corn in dough stage is at 73  percent, 
1  percentage point behind last year, but 9 points ahead of the five-
year average. Corn in dent stage is at 39  percent, ahead of last year’s 
34  percent and the five-year average of 23  percent. Corn condition 
rated 2  percent very poor, 6  percent poor, 21  percent fair, 
52  percent good, and 19  percent excellent.  Soybean condition rated 
1  percent very poor, 4  percent poor, 19  percent fair, 55  percent 
good, and 21  percent excellent.  Third cutting of alfalfa is 
43  percent complete, behind last year’s 62  percent and 
14  percentage points behind the five-year average. All hay condition 
rated 4  percent very poor, 16  percent poor, 29  percent fair, 
41  percent good, and 10  percent excellent. 
 

Livestock and Pasture Report:  Pasture condition rated 5  percent 
very poor, 15  percent poor, 33  percent fair, 39  percent good, and 
8  percent excellent.   

IOWA PRELIMINARY WEATHER SUMMARY 
Provided by State Climatologist Harry Hillaker 

 
The past work week began with very warm and humid weather 
through Wednesday (15th).  Temperatures were generally in the 80’s 
north and central with 90’s across the south.  There were a few 
isolated thunderstorms on Monday (13th) while Tuesday (14th) 
brought thunderstorms to much of the northeast one-half of Iowa.  
Wednesday (15th) saw more thunderstorms across the northern one-
half of the state.  Much drier air briefly moved into Iowa on 
Thursday (16th) with light rain falling across much of the southern 
one-half of the state.  Highs on Thursday were in the mid 70’s east to 
mid 80’s west.  Humid air quickly moved back into the state over the 
weekend.  Thunderstorms brought torrential rains to much of 
northern Iowa over the weekend with scattered rains across the south.  
Nearly all of the area north of a Spencer-Boone-Dubuque line saw 
4  to 7 inches of rain with locally higher amounts.  Weekly rain totals 
varied from only 0.05 inches at Allerton and 0.07 inches at 
Glenwood to 10.77 inches at Emmetsburg and 7.86 inches at 
Waukon.   The statewide average precipitation was 2.52 inches, or 
more than double the weekly normal of 1.09 inches.  This was the 
wettest week since May 2004.  Temperatures for the week averaged 
from one degree below normal in the northeast to 6 degrees above 
normal in the southwest with a statewide average of 2.9 degrees 
warmer than usual.  Temperature extremes ranged from a 
Wednesday (15th) afternoon high of 100 degrees at Keosauqua to a 
Saturday (18th) morning low of 54 degrees at Cresco.
