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Agricultural Summary:  The State experienced high temperatures during the week but saw cooler temperatures over the

weekend.  The northeast part of the State received some light showers over the week.  Producers averaged 6.6 days suitable

for fieldwork last week.  Alfalfa and hay cutting continued as the major activities.  Topsoil moisture was rated 25 percent very

short, 50 percent short, and 25 percent adequate.  Subsoil moisture was rated 26 percent very short, 52 percent short, and

22 percent adequate.

Field Crop Report:  Ninety-three percent of the corn has silked, compared to 90 percent last year and 84 percent for the 5-

year average.  Thirty-three percent of the corn is in the dough stage, compared to 27 percent last year and 24 percent for the

5-year average.  Corn condition was rated 4 percent very poor, 13 percent poor, 33 percent fair, 41 percent good, and 9

percent excellent.  Eighteen percent of the sorghum  has headed, the same as last year, but three points behind the 5-year

average.  Sorghum condition was rated 3 percent very poor, 13 percent poor, 37 percent fair, 42 percent good, and 5 percent

excellent.  Seventy-seven percent of the soybeans have bloomed, compared to 65 percent last year and 64 percent for the

5-year average.  Twenty-four percent of the soybeans are setting pods, compared to 21 percent last year and 23 percent for

the 5-year average.  Soybean condition was rated 1 percent very poor, 8 percent poor, 38 percent fair, 49 percent good, and

4 percent excellent.  Thirteen percent of the sunflowers have bloomed, compared to 10 percent last year and 20 percent for

the 5-year average. Sunflower condition was rated 4 percent poor, 27 percent fair, 55 percent good, and 14 percent excellent.

Ninety-six percent of the second cutting of alfalfa has been harvested, three points behind last year and two points behind the

5-year average.  Forty percent of the third cutting of alfalfa has been harvested, thirteen points behind last year but the same

as the 5-year average.  Sixty-one percent of the cotton is squaring, compared to 57 percent last year and 58 percent for the

5-year average.  Four percent of the cotton is setting bolls, compared to 21 percent last year and 12 percent for the 5-year

average.  Cotton condition was rated 3 percent poor, 45 percent fair, 46 percent good, and 6 percent excellent. 

Pasture and Range Report:  Range and pasture conditions were rated 15 percent very poor, 27 percent poor, 39 percent

fair, 18 percent good, and 1 percent excellent.  Feed grain supplies were rated 2 percent very short, 11 percent short, 85

percent adequate, 2 percent surplus.  Hay and forage supplies were rated 5 percent very short, 33 percent short, 61 percent

adequate, and 1 percent surplus.  Stock water supplies were rated 14 percent very short, 27 percent short, and 59 percent

adequate.
