Field Crops Report

Wet weather and cold temperatures slowed down Louisiana producers throughout the state last week. Corn
planting made little progress, but 11 percent had already emerged. Rice producers made good progress in
planting, up 13 points from the previous week. Sugarcane producers were fertilizing and spraying pre-
emergence herbicides to fields; some rust had been reported. Winter wheat continued to head and very little
rust had been reported.

Fruits, Vegetables and Specialty Crops

Citrus producers inspected trees for insects and diseases. Strawberry producers continued harvesting and
marketing their crop while spraying to control insects and diseases. Strawberry, tomato, and pepper fields
were being irrigated. Vegetable producers continued to plant bell peppers and field tomatoes. Crawfish
harvest continued, and larger sizes were being reported.

Livestock, Pasture and Range Report

Spring plowing continued with reports of ryegrass growing well. Hay producers and cattlemen began to cut
ryegrass for hay. Calving was in full swing, and cattlemen were fertilizing and spraying weeds in pastures
throughout the week.
