Field Crops Report 
Louisiana crop producers continued to battle drought conditions.  Rain was received across most of the state 
which brought some relief to crops, but still 8.3 inches below the normal rainfall. Rice and cotton planting 
finished.  Soybean planting jumped ahead after receiving much needed rainfall.  Sugarcane producers were 
busy finishing up with fertilizer and pre-emergence herbicide applications, with some reports of rust.  Wheat 
remained substantially ahead of the average due to the dry, warm weather.    
 
Fruits, Vegetables and Specialty Crops 
Vegetable producers continued to harvest and sell produce.  Vegetable producers were also spraying to 
control the high pressure of insects.  Dry conditions were causing fruit to drop.   
 
Livestock, Pasture and Range Report 
Drought conditions continued to cause declines in pasture and cattle conditions, but showed improvement 
after rain.  Harvesting of hay continued as weather allowed.
