Field Crops Report

Drought conditions throughout the state began hindering producers; no rain was received again last week.
Field activities were slowing down due to dry fields. Cotton and soybean harvesting edged closer to
completion. Sugarcane harvesting has been going well with the dry conditions, remaining in line with last
year. Harvesting of sweet potatoes made excellent progress last week. Wheat planting was slow last week,
while producers were hoping for rain.

Fruits, Vegetables and Specialty Crops

Citrus producers continued harvesting and selling fruit. Harvesting of pecans progressed but still remained
behind last year and the 5-year average. Vegetable producers were in need of rain to complete planting of
fall crops.

Livestock, Pasture and Range Report
Some cattlemen continued clean-up of pastures from the hurricanes. Many cattlemen were waiting for rain
before planting ryegrass.
