Field Crops Report 
Louisiana received excellent weather conditions last week for fieldwork. The dry and mild weather helped dry out 
wet fields, which resulted in perfect conditions for harvesting, planting, and land preparation.  Cotton harvest was 
virtually completed.  Sugarcane harvest progressed well with reports of better tonnage and sugar. Wheat planting 
jumped to 59 percent due to the great weather, still lagging far behind the average.   
 
Fruits, Vegetables and Specialty Crops 
Producers continued harvesting cabbage, eggplant, greenhouse and field tomatoes, strawberries, and satsumas.  
Strawberry producers were spraying herbicides to control weeds.  Crawfish season was in full swing with reports 
of average catches.   
 
Livestock, Pasture and Range Report 
Livestock conditions improved due to the mild weather.  The cool and dry weather also helped winter pasture 
conditions.   Cattlemen continued planting ryegrass and top-dressing winter pastures.
