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Too Little, Too Late

Recent rains have helped double crop soybeans but came too late for early soybeans and corn. Some corn
raised for grain is being harvested for silage. Corn and soybeans are mostly in very poor to fair condition.
Potato harvest is ahead of schedule with 90 percent harvested compared with 78 percent last year and 76
percent for the five-year average. Third cutting of alfalfa hay is 92 percent complete and a fourth cutting is
38 percent complete. There were 4.6 days suitable for field work.
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Apples were rated 2 percent poor, 13 percent fair, and 85 percent good. Apples are 43 percent harvested
and Peaches are 72 percent harvested.

Pasture was rated 22 percent very poor, 36 percent poor, 28 percent fair, 12 percent good, and 2 percent

excellent while hay supplies were rated 32 percent very short, 42 percent short, 22 percent adequate,
and 4 percent surplus.
