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Prices shot higher at the end of last week on USDA estimates, which gave the bulls plenty of fodder to trade on. Tighter stocks as a
result of lower production put a crimp on ending stocks of corn as they fell from 935 million bushels to 752 million bushels.  Prices in
the corn market advanced 68 cents off of last weeks low of 352 ½ basis the March contract.  However, the end of the week did see
some consolidation as traders backed off on the idea the market was overbought. Friday morning the USDA will issue their weekly
sales report with the trade expecting to see a range of 800,000t to 1,000,000t verses 1.175, 000t last week for old crop and 340,000t of
new crop. Based on having 34 weeks left in the marketing year the average sales per week needed is just under 30 million bushels or
750,000t per week. A sales number close to last week will probably fuel ideas that the recent run up in prices is still not sufficient to
ration demand.  Soybeans also saw a round of consolidation late in the week after big gains early in the week. Soybeans continue to
be plagued by ample stocks and a quiet export market. However, prices will continue to be tied to corn as traders now they can’t give
up substantial soybean acreage in 2007 without causing price pressure down the road. Conditions in South America remain favorable
currently but some drying is being reported in central Argentina that could give some stress to beans that are in the pod set stage of
development. These conditions are expected to continue through next week when showers finally return. 
Brazil appears to be more favorable at this time with consistent rains covering much of the growing region. The Department of Rural
Economy (Deral) issued a report today saying that the key producing state of Parana has benefited by the abundant rains. In this
region, 39% of the crop is flowering, 43% in the pod-set stage and 3% maturing. Ratings in this state are 91% good and only 1% poor.
Current estimates in this state show production at 11.81 MMT, if realized would be a 28% increase from a year ago.
