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State Level Cash Rents Increase

Maryland 2005 state-level cash rents for cropland increased an average of $3.00 per acre, over 2004, according to the
Maryland Agricultural Statistics Service. The average cash rent for cropland was $62.00 per acre in 2005. Since 2001,
average cash rents paid per acre have increased nearly 12 percent.

Reported cash rents were highest on the Eastern Shore and North Central Maryland with lower rates reported in Southern
and Western Maryland. Queen Anne’s County had the highest average rent per acre at $90.47, followed by Kent and
Harford, both at $83.08. Allegany County farmers reported the lowest rent at $28.96, followed by Charles at $35.08, and
St. Mary’s at $37.78.
