central and part of thoe sandhill rogion, howsver, conditions remain comparatively dry
and rain is badly needed. Wintor wwhoat mads fair to good progress durirg the nast
wool, bvi because of the loeal charactor of recent precipitation, a pood gemcral rain
over the Stote would be benoficial., llost of the oats crop is up with fair to good
stands and barley is showing a good stand, particularly in tho westorn part of the
State,

The weather durimg the past week was favorsble for ficld work and practically all
of the intended acroage for cornhas been prevare?. Planting has sterted in some of
the cownties throupghout the State, I weathor eonditions peorait, planting will be
under wray in all ereas by the ond of the coming weck., Pastures ars showing fair %o
geod developmert in the eastern part of the Stato and loeal rains hawve improved con-
¢cit.ens elsewherc. Pastuves in tho sandhills generally wero cevered with a good
sunply of old feed, but rein is necded to give the new grass a good start sand provide
meisture for a good hay crop.

Altalfa 1s making good plent development and indications point to a rather heavy
yicld from the first cutting., Some loss ¢ ascromge oecurred in the rortheastorn part
of the State, coused Ly dry, cold weather conditions during the wintor,

LIVESTOCE 4 good percentage oalf crop is in prospect. Cows camo throush the winter
T in good condition and the new crop of calves appear Lo be in a hoalthy
conditicn., Tho spring plg crop is oxpected to be commarctively light as breeding
intentions lest fall pointed to a conpearatively short pig crop this spring, Recent
renorts indicate fair sized litters this spring, indicating good brood sows wore
held back on fams.
