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WEATHER The woek was considerably cooler than normal. Low temperatures were in
the 40's over most of the State on the 13th, when light frost was observed
at a few central localities, Moderste to heavy rains were widespread and frequent
over tha eastern division, and light to moderate reins occurred over the central and
west. There were many c¢loudy days, and humidity wag also high on several days.

CROPS The outlook for eorn has improved greatly due to increased subsoil moisture,

Hall eaused considerable damage and elso floods, but most of the corn is ex-
pected to recover. Some of the earller corn is shoulder high and a little hybrid
corn has tasseleds A yoar ago this date, 9% of the corn had tasseled.

Winter wheat harvest was delayed by contimued rains. About 30% of the crop
wes harvested up to last Saturday, as compared with 80% on this date a year ago.
Ylelds are exceeding expectations throughout the wheat belt, even in most of the
western counties due to cool weather sinee June 25. Some top yields in eastern
countiea have ranged from 40 to 54 bushels, The percentage of protein is lower this
year due in part to the increased ylelds, resulting from highly favorable weather,

a week or two prior to maturity. In eastern Nebrasks considerable of tho wheat was
bleached by the continuous raine and is olassed as “yellow belly", and test weights
are lower., Test weights in western Nebraske areo very high. Harvest has started

in northeastern and central Nebraska, Keith, Morrill and Scotts Bluff counties. Box
Butte harvest is expected the last week of July, The outlook for spring wheat in
northwestern Nebreska is very poor.

Cool weather has anlso Increased the yleld of oats,. partioularly, in northeast-
ern Nebraskea. Ylelds in.southern Nebraska are very poor. ®ome harvesting has been
done in southern Nebraska, with the binder and also the combine. Harvest of some
oats has started in northeastern Nebraske, Reports on barley are still unfavorabls,
although Pawnee County reports one yleld of 42 bushels,

Harvest of the second crop of alfalfa in Scuth Platte counties is nearing
completion with only failr ylelds. Harvest of the second crop was earlier in north-
eastern Nebraska, Some ‘of the second orop was left for seed in southern counties.
The outlook for the third erop is very good since the splendid rainas, Wild hay is
short in the Parhandle, 'and seuthwestern portion of the Sandhills, but generally
fairly good north of Highway 2, Wild hay harvest has made good progress. Pastures
have improved and the outlook is very good except in the panhandle.

Sugar beets are somewhat uneven in stage of development, The present cutlook
is goods JXate commerclal potatoes are a little uneven with stands not up to par due
to dry weather after planting time. The outlook for beans is very good., ‘Some
bromegrass has been harvested for seed.
