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WEATHER The week was extremely hot in the eastern portion of the state, a little

warmer than normal in the central and a little cooler than normal in the
extieme wests Rainfall was heavy to excessive in the east, moderate to heavy over
much of the Panhandle, and only light to moderate over the ocentral portion, where
sevaral stations received little or no rainfall,

CEUPS  Winter wheat is ready for harvest throughout the South Platte territory ex-
cept some of the latest fislds and in & few southwestern counties. Some of the

counties north of the Platte River in central and eastern Nebraska expect to begin

harvest this week. Rains throughout south-central and southeastern Nebraske delayed

harvest which had started early last week. For the state as a whole, about 47 of

the wheat was harvested by the close of the week,

Damage to wheat from the heat wave in the eastern half of the state was light
and there isn't much shriveled grain but some of the kernels did not reach normal
sizes In the western half of the state more shrinkage is evident but yields will
still average well because of the abnormally high prospects prior to the heat wave.
VWheat in extreme northwestern Nebraske was not damaged as badly as early estimates
indicated. A number of southern counties where harvest was further advanced are ree
porting higher yields and test weights than expected, the earliest wheat being gen-
erally the bests Thin stands in southeastern Nebraska will reduce average yields.
Considerable shrinkage was noted in southern Phelps county, Gosper, Frontier and
counties bordering the Nebraske~Colorado state line. Dundy was among the counties
hardest hit by the heat wave, probably due to more continuous cropped wheate

Hail storms were unusually severe in the Panhandle, Hail storms occcurred in 24
counties to dates Probably the hardest hit was the North Platte Valley, Cheyenne
county with three separate hail storms and about half of Deuel county. Counties
reporting heil last week were as follows: Box Butte, Cheyenns, Deuel, Kimball,
Scotts Bluff, Sheriden, Antelops, Saunders, York, Dundy, Keith, Fillmore and Nuckolls.
Bocause of the abnormally good prospects prior to the heat wave the state will still
produce a crop of wheat of good quality.

The oat crop is very spotted, being dameged severely by high temperatures, lack
of moisture and premature ripening. Barley was damageds Some ocats were harvested
last week and some were cut for hays Regardless, some of the oats are still promisinge

The oorn crop is making most excellent progresse Considerable of the corn has
been laid by. The bulk of the corn will average from knee to hip in height. Stands
are good and the calor is excellent.

Alfalfa is very spotteds In soms drier sections the second orop didn't have
enough moisture to starts In other sections 1% is mbout ready to harvest, being
generally light, and still in other areas the rains of the past week will benefit the
erop materiallys Wild hay was cut short by the heat and dry weather throughout the
states The harvest is on in the Sandhillss Some further growth is expected in the
low hay flatss Recoent rains have helped wild hay somewhat, partioularly in eastern
Nebraska. GOrass has started to cure in the Sandhills. Pastures dried considerably
in southern and eastern Nebraska but recent rains will improve thems

LIVESTCCK Due to the prevelence of vesicular exanthems there are restrictions on

merketing stock pigs and hogs, but undiseased fat hogs cen be shipped for
immediate slaughter to any public market having federal inspection within or outside
of the state; also to local sales barns for immediate slaughter only, as outlined
above but no stook pigs can be marketeds, All trucks hauling hogs must be disinfected
