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WEATHER Temperatures averaged near normal in the east to siightly above in the
central ancd west, Days were generally warm and nights cool, but with no frost,
There was no vainfall, and practically full sunshine. “umidity was rather low.

CROFPS Favored by last week's good ripening weather, corn and sorghums pushed
nearer cowpleve maturity. In isolaced cases, scattered early fields of corn and
sorghum gra’n were harvested. The bulk of these crops were mostly safe from dam-
age by killing frosts although some late plantings were s:’ll vulnerable. At
the end of the week, over 90 percent of the corn had reached the dent stage, of
which about two - fifths was rated mature. Only about § percent was still lag-
ging in the hard dough stage and continued favorable maturing weather was getting
this part of the coxn crop out of danger at a rapid rate,

Weather was ideal for maturing sorghums, Late fields need another week
or so of drying weather, but many mature fields could use a killing frost to stop
plant grouth and set the stage for combining the crop.

viinter wheat seeding was nearly done, Planting was still underway in
the extreme east and southeast sections of the state. UIMuch of the crop was ger-
minated and us to good stands, Early fields were providing good ground cover.
llowever, gurfazce moisture would be welcome in some areas, pariiculariy in the
extreme southwest, Rye condition is good to excellent, and farmers have had good
luck with fall seeding of grasses and legumes,

A little haying is still being done and farmers have been busy cutting
corn anc sorghums for silage., Dry bean harvest is nearing completion in the
North Platie Valley. Potato harvest is underway but yields are disappointing
because of blight. ' Sugar beet harvest should be starting soon. The beet crop
is promising.,

LIVESTOCK; Ranges and pastures are generally providing good to excellent feed

for cattle and calves, except wvhere thinued by past drought or too weedy. Grass-
es have been curing nicely the past fev weeks., Feed grain production in the State
is 9 million cons compared with and average of 7 million touns, Hay production

at 8.2 million cons is an all - time record high for Nebraslia, Abundant feed
production this year has restored the depleted stocks of feed grain and hay on
farms and ranches following 'two. Sucefssive years of droughi. Cattle and hog
marketings arc increasing séﬁsonally. .Demand is strong for brood sows, feeder pigs,
and catile to go on’'pasture and grain feed.
