. NEBRASKA WEEKLY WEATHER AND CROP REPORT
“ Release 9/4/62 Week Ending 9/3/62

WEATHER Monday through Wednesday temperatures were warm, Thursday through Sunday mild.
Precipitation was mostly confined to the period of change from warm to cool, Rain-
fall totals were generally less than 1l/4 inch west and central, and slightly over one inch
with isolated amounts in excess of three inches in the east. There was considerable wind,
humidities were low. Valentine reported 104 degrees; Gordon had 32 degrees.
August temperatures were slightly below normal; precipitation was a little above normal
in the southeast and below normal elsewhere.

CROPS Corn and milo made good progress during the past week., The first two days were hot

and dry and some areas were on the verge of deterioration but recent rain and cooler
temperatures relieved the dry situation, Two-fifths of the corn is dented or in a mature
stage with only about 5 percent in the milk stage. Farmers were slowing irrigation in order
to permit the crop to mature., Mile is maturing rapidly with some of the early planted
ficlds about ready for harvest but there is still a rather large acreage in the southwest
that will need 30 days of frost-free weather to mature, Harvest of corn and sorghum for
ensilage has started in all parts of the State. Tonnage is running rather high., The hot
weather hastened the maturity of soybeans and the early planted beans are now turning color
and starting to shed leaves, Prospects continue good for a bumper crop although many fields
are quite weedy.

Sugar beets are sizing well and yields may turn out better than earlier expected. Dry
beans are nearing maturity with some early ficlds being harvested but scattered frost in the
far northwest has caused damage to a few ficlds. About 2 weeks of frost-free weather is
needed for most of thec beans to mature. Harvest of potatoes in the Panhandle is under way
with good yields being realized,

Seeding of winter grains made good progress in the western part of the State although
some areas needed surface soil moisture.for good germination., Planting-of grass and legume
seced also made good progress and in the eastern part of the State recent rains will assure
good germination.

Pasture and range feed was becoming dry over most of the Statc. Local rains have
improved the palatability of the grasses and reduced fire hazards,

LIVESTOCK All livestock continue in good condition. Demand for stocker and feeder cattle

is running quite high but ranchers have been slow to contract cattle since
there is good feed available for holding animals. Weather has been very favorable for
maintaining high milk production and a high rate of lay from poultry flocks., Size of
litters from fall farrowings have been average or above,
