moved into the west on Tuesday and over the entire State on Wednesday with readings
the 60s and 70s. It stayed warm in the west until Sunday, but below normal readings

retiirned to the east after one day of warmth and persisted the remainder of the week,
Weekly mean temperatures ranged from eight degrees above normal at Scottsbluff to nine
belpow normal at Omaha.

Showers and thunderstorms moved across the State Friday night-Saturday morning and

again Sunday night-Monday morning. Precipitation totals varied but most places received
ovelr half an inch and many had better than an inch. The return to spring and summer

type precipitation brought the first hail reports of the season. Sidney, Beaver City

and| Linceln were among those having hail., No damage was reported. Cocler air was

moving into the State Monday meorming and the cold rain in the Panhandle and north central

re

ions was changing to wet, sticky snow at press time.

CROPS Precipitation has improved moisture reserves in the surface soil in most areas

of the State. There is still some frost remaining in the ground, especially in

the| northeast. TField work has generally been limited to spreading fertilizers. Spring
seefding has been confined to sections of the west and only minor acreages have been seeded
there, Normally 20 percent of the oats acreage has Deen seeded by this date, Last year
when we experienced another late spring, only 4 percent of the acreage had bgen seeded.

Winter wheat is beginning to green in the southernm half of the State. Some winter-

kill of wheat has been reported in the extreme southeast counties where water covered

fie

tds for long periods of time and alsc some soil heaving occurred. Scil erosion occurred

agalin early last week on a few fields in the Panhandle. Farmers are waiting for warm
weather to start the growth of wheat and other fall sown small grains so that the amount

of

winterkill loss can be determined,.
Most of the range area received some precipitation, however, surface soils there were

very dry and more precipitation would be quite welcome., Supplemental feeding of livestock
continues, Feed supplies are believed to be adequate and should last until;spring pastures
have enough growth to permit grazing. crody

LIVESTOCK Seasonal calving and farrowing appear to be progressing normally. There have

been numerous outbreaks of scours in young calves in the west. This has caused

grejater than normal losses., Damp weather has caused the care of other young animals to

be

time-consuming. Muddy feed lots continue to hold production rates at lower than normal

levels.
