
 
 

 
 

 
OHIO CORN AND SOYBEAN PRICES CONTINUE TO CLIMB IN FEBRUARY 

 
Ohio=s February corn price of $3.34 per bushel is up 23 cents from 
January and $1.25 above the previous February price of $2.09 per 
bushel.  The State=s February soybean price of $7.01 per bushel is 
up 62 cents from January, and $1.18 above what was received at 
the same time last year.  The February winter wheat price of $3.84 
per bushel is down six cents from January but 54 cents above the 
February 2006 average price of $3.30.   The alfalfa hay price in 
February of $131.00 per ton is up $1.00 from January and $6.00 per 
ton higher than the price received one year ago.  Other hay at 
$85.00 per ton is up $10.00 from January and  $13.00 above the 
price received last year at this time.  
 
The February beef cattle price in Ohio of $80.20 per cwt. is up 70 
cents per cwt. from January but $7.90 per cwt. lower than the 
February 2006 average price.  The steer and heifer price of $84.00 
per cwt. is up 50 cents from January but $8.80 per cwt. lower than 
the February 2006 average price.  The February cow price of 
$46.00 per cwt. is up $2.30 from January but 20 cents lower than it 
was last year at this time.  Calves, at $97.00 per cwt. are down 
$2.30 from the previous month and $32.00 below the previous 
February price.  Ohio=s February hog price of $45.10 per cwt. is up 
$3.90  from January and $3.00 more than was received the previous 
February.  The February sow price of $33.00 per cwt. is up $2.70 

from the previous month, and $1.70 per cwt. more than was 
received at the same time last year.  The February barrow and gilt 
price of $46.00 per cwt. is up $4.00 from the previous month, and 
$3.10 more than was received in February 2006.  The February 
milk price of $15.50 per cwt. is unchanged from January and is 
$1.00 higher than the February 2006 price of $14.50 per cwt.  The 
February egg price of 70.0 cents per dozen is down 16.7 cents from 
January but 33.0 cents higher than the February 2006 price of 37.0 
cents per dozen. The preliminary All Farm Products Index of Prices 
Received by Farmers in February, at 127 percent, based on 1990-
92=100, increased 3 points (2.4 percent) from January. The Crop 
Index is up 6 points (4.6 percent) and the Livestock Index increased 
3 points (2.6 percent). Producers received higher commodity prices 
for corn, broilers, soybeans, and hogs. Lower prices were received 
for broccoli, lettuce, eggs, and oranges. The overall index is also 
affected by the seasonal change based on a 3-year average mix of 
commodities producers sell. Increased average marketings of dairy, 
cattle, broilers, and strawberries offset decreased marketings of 
corn, soybeans, wheat, and cotton. The preliminary All Farm 
Products Index is up 14 points (12 percent) from February 2006. 
The Food Commodities Index, at 127, increased 3 points (2.4 
percent) from last month and increased 11 points (9.5 percent) from 
February 2006.

The February Index of Prices Paid for Commodities and Services, 
Interest, Taxes, and Farm Wages Rates (PPITW) is 146 percent 
of the 1990-92 average.  The index us unchanged from January 
but 9 points (6.6 pecent) above February 2005.  Lower prices in 

February for feeder cattle, feeder pigs, LP gas, and herbicides 
offset higher prices for complete feeds, hay & forages, self-
propelled machinery, and feed supplements.
