Oregon 
 
Wheat producers in Oregon seeded 780,000 acres of winter wheat for harvest in 2008.  This is up 4 percent from last year’s estimate 
of 750,000 acres, and up 3 percent from two years ago.  
 
United States 
 
Planted area for harvest in 2008 is estimated at 46.6 million acres, up 4 percent from 2007.  Seeding began last August behind the 5-
year average pace and remained behind until mid-November due to a lack of moisture in the Great Plains during much of the seeding 
period.  Nearly all of the U.S. acreage was seeded by December 1 with the exception of some intended acres in the Southeast and 
California.  Seeding was completed by the end of December in California.  The winter wheat crop condition at the end of November 
was rated at 44 percent good to excellent compared to 53 percent the previous year.

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Oregon Grain Stocks 
 
Stocks of wheat stored in all positions in Oregon totaled 23.8 million bushels on December 1, 2007. This is 4.8 million bushels lower 
than the previous year’s estimate of 28.6 million bushels. Off-farm stocks totaled 18.3 million bushels, a decrease of 13 percent from 
last year. On-farm wheat stocks, at 5.5 million bushels, were 2.0 million bushels lower than December 1, 2006. All barley stocks 
totaled 884,000 bushels on December 1, 2007. On-farm barley stocks totaled only 200,000 bushels. Off-farm barley stocks totaled  
684,000 bushels and accounted for 77 percent of the total. Oat stocks stored off farm totaled 302,000 bushels, up from last year’s total 
of 223,000 bushels. Off-farm corn stocks were estimated at 280,000 bushels, slightly higher than the December 1, 2006 estimate of 
253,000 bushels. 
 
 

Pacific Northwest (Oregon, Idaho, and Washington) 
 

Wheat stocks stored in all positions totaled 128.9 million bushels on December 1, 2007, down 29 percent from last year. Off-farm 
wheat stocks were estimated at 102.4 million bushels and accounted for 79 percent of the total. On-farm wheat stocks totaled  
26.5 million bushels, down 18.0 million bushels from December 1, 2006. Barley stocks stored in all positions were estimated at  
 37.8 million bushels, down from last year’s estimate of 53.4 million bushels. On-farm stocks totaled 13.6 million bushels and 
accounted for 36 percent of the total.
