House added that in addition to affecting policy decisions, Census information also influences community growth. Many companies review Census data when determining where to establish their businesses, which further emphasizes the importance of supplying accurate information. 

“The 2007 Census of Agriculture is an opportunity to shape the future of the agricultural industry and rural communities for years to come,” said House. “Every producer, no matter how big or small the operation, should take advantage of that opportunity.” 

Completed forms are due by February 4, 2008. Producers can return their forms by mail or, for the first time, they have the convenient option of filling out the Census online.
