HOG AND PIG INVENTORY

There were 1,130,000 hogs and pigs on Pennsylvania farms on December
1, 2007. This estimated inventory was 50,000 head more than the previous
year's inventory but 30,000 head less than the September 1 inventory.

Market hog inventory, at 1,030,000 head, decreased 30,000 head since
September and was up 55,000 head from December 2006; while the
breeding herd inventory, at 100,000 head was unchanged from September,
and down 5,000 head from a year ago. The September-November 2007
pig crop totaled 445,000 head, up 58,000 head from the same period a year
ago. There were 50,000 sows farrowed during the quarter, 5,000 more
than the previous quarter and 7,000 more than the previous year. The
average pigs saved per litter this quarter was 8.9, down from 9.6 pigs per
litter the previous quarter, but down from the 9.0 pigs per litter average from
a year ago.

Pennsylvania hog farmers intend to have 47,000 sows farrow during the
December 2007-February 2008 quarter, 3,000 more than actually farrowed
for the same period in 2007; and 46,000 for the March - May 2008 quarter,
also up 1,000 from the number of sows that actually farrowed during that

The U.S. inventory of all hogs and pigs on December 1, 2007, was 65.1
million head. This was up 4 percent from December 1, 2006, but down 1
percent from September 1, 2007. Breeding inventory, at 6.16 million head,
was up 1 percent from last year and up slightly from the previous quarter.
Market hog inventory, at 59.0 million head, was up 5 percent from last year,
but down 1 percent from last quarter.

The September-November 2007 U.S. pig crop, at 28.0 million head, was up
4 percent from 2006 and up 7 percent from 2005. Sows farrowing during
this period totaled 3.03 million head, up 3 percent from 2006 and up 4
percent from 2005. The average pigs saved per liter was 9.24 for the
September-November 2007 period, compared to 9.11 last year.

U.S. hog producers intend to have 2.98 million sows farrow during the
December 2007-February 2008 quarter, up 2 percent from the actual
farrowings during the same period in 2007, and up 5 percent from 2006.
Intended farrowings for March-May 2008, at 3.04 million sows, are up
slightly from 2007 and up 4 percent from 2006.

DECEMBER FARM PRICES RECEIVED INDEX
ADVANCED 5 POINTS FROM LAST MONTH

The preliminary All Farm Products Index of Prices Received by farmers
in December, at 151 percent, based on 1990-92=100, increased 5
points (3.4 percent) from November. The Crop Index is up 10 points
(6.5 percent) but the Livestock Index is unchanged. The All Farm
Index and All Crop Index are at record highs. Producers received
higher commodity prices for tomatoes, corn, soybeans, and wheat.
Lower prices were received for oranges, turkeys, snap beans, and
broilers. The overall index is also affected by the seasonal change
based on a 3-year average mix of commodities producers sell.
Increased average marketings of wheat, milk, oranges, and broilers
offset decreased marketings of soybeans, cattle, corn, and grapes.

The preliminary All Farm Products Index is up 31 points (26 percent)
from December 2006. The Food Commodities Index, at 158,
increased 7 points (4.6 percent) from last month and increased 37
points (31 percent) from December 2006.

Food Grains: The December index, at 290, is 28 percent above the
previous month and 92 percent above a year ago. The December all
wheat price, at $9.41 per bushel, is up $2.05 from November and
$4.89 above December 2006.

Feed Grains & Hay: The December index is 172, up 12 percent from
last month and 27 percent above a year ago. The corn price, at $3.88
per bushel, is up 45 cents from last month and 87 cents above
December 2006. The all hay price, at $133 per ton, is up $2.00 from
November and up $23.00 from last December. Grain sorghum, at
$6.90 per cwt, is 64 cents above November and 81 cents above
December last year.

Dairy Products: The December index, at 166, is down 1.2 percent
from a month ago but 52 percent higher than December last year. The
December all milk price of $21.70 per cwt is down 20 cents from last
month but up $7.50 from December 2006. The fluid grade milk price is
down 20 cents but the manufacturing grade milk price is unchanged
from the previous month.

EGG PRODUCTION

Egg production in Pennsylvania during November 2007 totaled 523 million
eggs, down 5 percent from the 549 million eggs produced in November
2006. The total number of layers averaged 21.7 million during November,
a 9 percent drop from last year. Production per 100 layers was 2,403 eggs
during the month, an increase of 99 eggs from November 2006. Egg-type
chicks hatched during November 2007 totaled 3.7 million, up 11 percent
from the 3.3 million hatched the previous November. Broiler-type chicks
hatched totaled 14.2 million during November 2007, up 10 percent from
the same month last year.

United States' egg production totaled 7.51 billion during November 2007,
slightly below last year's total during November. The total number of
layers during November averaged 343 million, down 1 percent from last
year. November egg production per 100 layers was 2,190 eggs, an
increase of 14 eggs from November 2006. Egg-type chicks hatched in the
United States during November totaled 34.0 million, up 8 percent from
November 2006. Broiler-type hatch totaled 761 million, a 4 percent
increase from last year at this time. There were 25.1 million turkey poults
placed in the United States during November 2007, up 5 percent from the
placements during the same month a year ago.

COMMERCIAL LIVESTOCK SLAUGHTER

Commercial red meat production, dressed weight basis, in Pennsylvania
during November 2007 totaled 108.5 million pounds, up 4 percent from
November 2006. Beef production, at 98.0 million pounds live weight, was
up 8 percent from November 2006. Total head slaughtered was 77,400,
up 6 percent from the same month last year. Live weight averaged 1,275
pounds, up 24 pounds from last year. Veal production was 5.1 million
pounds live weight, down 18 percent from last year. Calf slaughter of
12,400 head was down 25 percent from last year. Average live weight
increased 34 pounds to 411 pounds. Pork production was 66.1 million
pounds live weight, up 4 percent from last year. Total head slaughtered
was 256,400, up 3 percent from November 2006. Average live weight
increased 1 pound from last year to 258 pounds. Lamb and mutton
production during November 2007 was 431,000 pounds live weight, up 8
percent from November 2006. The number slaughtered was 4,500, up 7
percent from last year. Average live weight increased 1 pound to 97
pounds.
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
