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MEAT ANIMALS PRODUCTION, DISPOSITION, AND INCOME 
 

SOUTH DAKOTA:  The 2005 cash receipts from cattle, 
hogs, and sheep in South Dakota totaled $2,250.0 million, up 
10 percent from 2004.  Cattle accounted for 82 percent of the 
total, hogs for 16 percent, and sheep for 2 percent.  Cash 
receipts increased in 2005 for cattle, hogs, and sheep.  Gross 
income from meat animals (which includes value of home 
consumption) in South Dakota during 2005 totaled $2,268.1 
million, up 10 percent from 2004. 
 
Cattle and Calves:  South Dakota cash receipts from 
marketings of cattle and calves increased from $1,669.2 million 
in 2004 to $1,845.4 million in 2005.  Larger cash receipts were 
credited to higher prices.  The South Dakota annual average 
price per 100 pounds live weight for cattle in 2005 was $95.90, 
compared with $89.30 for 2004, while the calf price was 
$137.00 in 2005, compared with $125.00 in 2004. 
 
Hogs and Pigs:  South Dakota cash receipts from hog and pig 
marketings in 2005 totaled $368.6 million, up 4 percent from 
the $353.7 million in 2004.  Higher average prices and a larger 
pig crop increased cash receipts.  The annual average price for 
all hogs increased from $50.40 in 2004 to $50.90 in 2005, 
while marketings  increased  from  3,330,500 head  in  2004  to  
3,418,500 head in 2005. 

Sheep and Lambs:  South Dakota cash receipts from 
marketings of sheep and lambs in 2005 were $36.0 million, up 
18 percent from $30.5 million in 2004.  The annual average 
price for sheep increased from $40.90 in 2004 to $45.90 in 
2005, and lamb prices increased from $115.00 in 2004 to 
$130.00 in 2005.  Sheep marketings decreased during 2005, 
while lamb marketings increased. 
 
 
UNITED STATES:  The 2005 gross income from cattle and 
calves, hogs and pigs, and sheep and lambs for the U.S. 
totaled $65.3 billion, up 4 percent from 2004.  Gross income 
increased for cattle and calves, hogs and pigs, and sheep and 
lambs.  Cattle and calves increased 4 percent, hogs and pigs 
increased 5 percent, and sheep and lambs increased 10 
percent. 
 
Total 2005 cash receipts from marketings of meat animals 
increased 4 percent to $64.8 billion.  Cattle and calves 
accounted for 76 percent of this total, hogs and pigs 23 
percent, and sheep and lambs 1 percent.  Production 
increased for all cattle and calves, hogs and pigs, and sheep 
and lambs.  Average prices were up for all three species.

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MILK PRODUCTION, DISPOSITION, AND INCOME 
 

SOUTH DAKOTA:    Cash receipts from marketings of milk 
in South Dakota during 2005, at $218.2 million, were down 1 
percent from the $220.4 million in 2004.  Lower milk prices 
more than offset higher production levels to result in reduced 
cash receipts.   
 
 
South Dakota producers received an average of $15.30 per 
hundredweight of milk sold in 2005.  This is a 7 percent 
decrease from the $16.50 received in 2004. 
 
 
Total milk production in South Dakota increased 7 percent in 
2005, to 1,437 million pounds.  This is up from the 1,347 
million pounds produced in 2004.  The rate per cow, at 17,741 
pounds, was up 5 percent from 2004.  The 2005 average 
number of cows on farms, at 81,000 head, was up 1,000 
head from 2004. 

UNITED STATES:  Milk production increased 3.5 percent in 
2005 to 177 billion pounds.  The rate per cow, at 19,576 
pounds, was 609 pounds above 2004.  The annual average 
number of milk cows on farms was 9.04 million head, up 
29,000 head from 2004. 
 
Cash receipts from marketings of milk during 2005 totaled 
$26.7 billion, 2.4 percent lower than 2004.  Producer returns 
averaged $15.20 per hundredweight, 5.8 percent below 2004.  
Marketings totaled 176 billion pounds, 3.6 percent above 2004.  
Marketings include whole milk sold to plants and dealers and 
milk sold directly to consumers. 
 
An estimated 1.08 billion pounds of milk were used on farms 
where produced, 2.4 percent less than 2004.  Calves were fed 
87 percent of this milk, with the remainder consumed in 
producer households.
