U.S. Hog Inventory Up Slightly

U.S. inventory of all hogs and pigs on December 1,
2004 was 60.5 million head. This was up slightly from
December 1, 2003, but down 1 percent from September
1, 2004.

Breeding inventory, at 5.97 million head, was down 1
percent from December 1, 2003, but up slightly from
last quarter.

Market hog inventory, at 54.5 million head, was up
slightly from last year, but 2 percent below last quarter.

U.S. Pig Crop

The September-November 2004 U.S. pig crop, at
25.6 million head, was up slightly from 2003 and up 2
percent from 2002. Sows farrowing during this period
totaled 2.85 million head, down slightly from last year.
The sows farrowed during this quarter represented 48
percent of the breeding herd. The average pigs saved
per litter was 8.96for the September-November period,
compared to 8.93 last year. Pigs saved per litter by size
of operation ranged from 7.50 for operations with 1-99
hogs to 9.10 for operations with more than 5,000 hogs
and pigs.

U.S. Farrowing Intentions

U.S. hog producers intend to have 2.86 million sows
farrow during the December 2004-February 2005
quarter, 1 percent above the actual farrows during the
same period in 2004, and 3 percent above 2003.
Intended farrowings for March-May 2005, at 2.87
million sows, are down slightly from the same period in
2004, and down 1 percent from the same period in
2003. The total number of hogs under contract, owned
by operations with over 5,000 head, but raised by
contractees, accounted for 38 percent of the total U.S.
hog inventory, up from 35 percent last year.

v/ U.S. pork exports, which account for
about 6 percent of domestic production,
were up for 2003 because of continued
strength in Asian, Canadian, and Mexican
markets.

v U.S. inspected hogs are slaughtered at
the rate of around 300,000 per day.

v/ Per capita consumption of pork in the
U.S. was 48.2 pounds in 2002.

v’ U.S. hog herd stands at approximately
60 million animals, with about 68 percent
of them in the Corn Belt area, and another
20 percent in the Southeast.
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
