Harvest 
for sweet cherries, tart cherries, and apricots are in full 
swing.  Box Elder reports that spring dryland wheat is 
looking poor this year due to late planting and insufficient 
moisture. Mormon Crickets are still showing up in some 
areas closer to the western part of Box Elder. County 
agents report safflower conditions as being average. 
Irrigated crops continue to do well, but some of the non-
irrigated crops could use the much needed rainfall.
