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U.S. Hog Inventory Up 1 Percent

U.S. inventory of all hogs and pigs on March 1, 2007 was 61.1 million head. This was up 1 percent from March 1, 2006, but down 2
percent from December 1, 2006. Breeding inventory, at 6.08 million head, was up 1 percent from last year, but down slightly from the
previous quarter. Market hog inventory, at 55.0 million head, was up 1 percent from last year, but down 2 percent from last quarter.
The December 2006-February 2007 pig crop, at 26.1 million head, was up 2 percent from 2006 and up 3 percent from 2005. Sows
farrowing during this period totaled 2.87 million head, up 1 percent from both 2006 and 2005. The sows farrowed during this quarter
represented 47 percent of the breeding herd. The average pigs saved per litter was 9.08 for the December 2006-February 2007 period,
compared to 9.03 last year. Pigs saved per litter by size of operation ranged from 7.60 for operations with 1-99 hogs and pigs to 9.20
for operations with more than 5,000 hogs and pigs.

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Utah Livestock Slaughter

UTAH: Commercial red meat production totaled 39.4 million pounds in March 2007, down 11.7 percent from March of the previous
year. Cattle slaughter in Utah for March 2007 totaled 48,800 head, 15 percent below a year earlier. The average live weight was
1,301 pounds, up 35 pounds from March 2006. Hog slaughter totaled 4,100 head up 24.2 percent from the previous year. The
average live weight was 193 pounds, down 41 pounds from the previous year. Sheep and lamb slaughter during March 2007 totaled
3,000 head, up 7.1 percent from the previous year. Average live weight, at 143 pounds, was up 1 pound from the previous year.



U.S. March Milk Production Up 1.1 Percent

Milk production in the 23 major States during March totaled 14.8 billion pounds, up 1.1 percent from March 2006.
February revised production, at 13.1 billion pounds, was up 0.6 percent from February 2006. The February revision
represented a decrease of 31 million pounds or 0.2 percent from last month’s preliminary production estimate. Production
per cow in the 23 major States averaged 1,782 pounds for March, 7 pounds above March 2006. The number of milk
cows on farms in the 23 major States was 8.28 million head, 58,000 head more than March 2006, and 5,000 head more

than February 2007.

Agricultural Prices

Utah: Mid-April 2007 prices received by Utah farmers and ranchers for baled alfalfa hay remained the same as last
month, was up $7.00 per ton from last year. Other hay, at $85.00 per ton, down $2.00 from March 2007, and was $5.00
lower than April 2006. Barley was $3.75 per bushel for the month of April 2007, up 5 cents from the previous month. The
average price of all milk purchased in March 2007 from Utah farmers was $15.60 per hundred wt. (Cwt) up 4.7 percent
from February 2007 and up 23.8 percent from March 2006.

United States: The preliminary All Farm Products Index of Prices Received by Farmers in April, at 135 percent, based on
1990-92=100, increased 1 point (0.7 percent) from March. The Crop Index is down 1 point (0.7 percent) but the Livestock
Index increased 3 points (2.4 percent). Producers received higher commodity prices for onions, milk, cattle, and tomatoes.
Lower prices were received for lettuce, corn, strawberries, and eggs. The overall index is also affected by the seasonal
change based on a 3-year average mix of commodities producers sell. Increased average marketings of cattle, oranges,
strawberries, and milk offset decreased marketings of soybeans, corn, wheat, and hogs. The preliminary All Farm
Products Index is up 24 points (22 percent) from April 2006. The Food Commaodities Index, at 137, increased 2 points (1.5
percent) from last month and 25 points (22 percent) from April 2006.

UTAH: Total cheese output (excluding cottage cheese) in February 2007 at 7.6 million pounds, was 8.8 percent below
January 2007, and 32.2 percent above February 2006. Hard ice cream production at 1.8 million gallons, was 1.8
percent above January 2007, and was 2.6 percent below February 2006.

UNITED STATES: Total cheese output (excluding cottage cheese) was 745 million pounds, 3.3 percent above February
2006 but 9.8 percent below January 2007. Italian type cheese production totaled 320 million pounds, 4.1 percent above
February 2006 but 9.4 percent below January 2007. American type cheese production totaled 302 million pounds,
0.7 percent below February 2006 and 11.9 percent below January 2007. Butter production was 134 million pounds,
2.0 percent below February 2006 and 11.1 percent below January 2007. Hard ice cream production at 64.6 million
gallons, was up 2.7 percent from February 2006, and down 0.3 from January 2007.
