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VIRGINIA’S CORN, SOYBEAN AND ALFALFA HAY 
PRODUCERS EXPECT HIGHER YIELDS IN 2006 

 
 Based on conditions as of October 1, Virginia corn yields are forecast to average 125 bushels per acre, 
up 7 bushels per acre from last year.  If realized, production would be 43.1 million bushels up 2 percent from 
2005.   Producers expect to harvest 345,000 acres for grain this year. 
 
  Cotton producers currently expect to harvest 104,000 acres with an average yield of 822 pounds per 
acre.  Production is expected to total 178,000 bales, down 3 percent from last year. 
 
 Virginia’s soybean yields are expected to be 31 bushels per acre which is 1 bushel per acre greater 
than last year.  Production is estimated at 15.5 million bushels, up 1 percent from 2005.  Harvested acres are 
at 500,000, down 10,000 acres from last year. 
 
 The forecasted peanut yield of 2,950 pounds per acre is down 50 pounds per acre from 2005.  
Production is forecast at 47.0 million pounds, down 28 percent from last year.  Harvesting activities have 
begun with 35 percent of the crop combined. 
 
  Alfalfa hay production is expected to be up 21 percent from last year to 480,000 tons. Alfalfa yield is 
expected to average 4 tons per acre, .4 of a ton per acre greater than in 2005.  The forecasted yield for other 
hay is 1.7 tons per acre.  Other hay production is forecast at 1.96 million tons, down 38 percent from 2005. 
 
           Flue-cured tobacco yield is forecast at 2,400 pounds per acre, down 10 pounds from 2005.  Production 
is estimated to be 40.8 million pounds, up 21 percent from last year. 
 
 Fire-cured tobacco yield is forecast at 2,100 pounds, up 150 pounds from the 2005 estimate.  If 
realized, production would total 735 thousand pounds, up slightly from last year. 
 
 Burley tobacco producers expect to average a yield of 2,000 pounds per acre from 2,500 acres.  
Production is forecast at 5.0 million pounds, down 880 thousand pounds from last year.   
 
 Apple production in Virginia is forecast at 240 million pounds, down 40 million pounds from last year.  
As of October 1 fall apple harvest was 85 percent completed, with the winter varieties harvest at 25 percent 
complete.
