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MILK PRODUCTION 
 
Milk production for Washington in November 2006 totaled 428 million pounds, 14 million pounds below November 
2005.  Production per cow averaged 1,820 pounds, 20 pounds less than November 2006.  The number of milk cows on 
Washington farms was estimated at 235,000 head, 5,000 head below November 2005. 
 
Milk production in the 23 major states during November 2006 totaled 13.3 billion pounds, up 2.5 percent from November 
2005.  Production per cow in the 23 major states averaged 1,616 pounds for November, 24 pounds above November 2005.  
The number of milk cows on farms in the 23 major states was 8.2 million head, 81,000 head more than November 2005 
and 3,000 head more than October 2006.

POTATOES 
Washington's 2006 potato production is estimated at 89.9 million cwt., a decrease of 6 percent from the 2005 production 
of 95.5 million cwt.  Potatoes stored in Washington on December 1, 2006, were estimated at 49.0 million cwt., 7 percent 
less than December 1, 2005.  December 1 stocks accounted for 55 percent of Washington's 2006 crop. 
 
The 13 major potato states had 252.3 million cwt. of potatoes in storage on December 1, 2006, down 1 percent from last 
year.  Potatoes in storage accounted for 66 percent of fall production this year.  Total potato production in the 13 major 
producing states is estimated at 382.1 million cwt., compared with 374.3 million cwt. in 2005.

POULTRY 
 
Washington egg production totaled 105 million eggs during November 2006, 3 percent below a year ago.  The total number of layers 
during November 2006 averaged 4.9 million, down slightly from 2005.  November egg production per 100 layers was 2,153 eggs, 
compared with 2,197 in November 2005. 
 
U.S. egg production totaled 7.52 billion during November 2006, compared with 7.51 billion produced in 2005.  The total number of 
layers during November 2006 averaged 345.7 million, down from the 345.9 million in November 2005.  November egg production 
per 100 layers was 2,176 eggs, compared to 2,172 in November 2005.

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COLD STORAGE 
 
Total U.S. fresh apples in storage on November 30, 2006, totaled 5.50 billion pounds, up 1 percent from a year ago but 8 
percent less than last month.  Frozen French fries in storage for the three Pacific Coast States and eight Mountain States 
on November 30, 2006, totaled 600.2 million pounds.  Total potatoes in storage for the three Pacific Coast States and 
eight Mountain States totaled 730.3 million pounds, or accounted for 69 percent of the Nation's total potatoes in storage.
