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Wisconsin had 5.9 days suitable for fieldwork for the week ending August 13, 2023, according to the USDA’s 

National Agricultural Statistics Service. Timely rain has been received during critical growth stages for corn and 

soybeans across much of the state. Some regions remain in drought, particularly impacting hay and pasture 

conditions. 

 

Topsoil moisture condition rated 11 percent very short, 33 percent short, 55 percent adequate and 1 percent 

surplus.  Subsoil moisture condition rated 20 percent very short, 35 percent short, 44 percent adequate and 

1 percent surplus. 

 

Corn silking was 91 percent complete, 4 days ahead of last year and 2 days ahead of the five-year average. Corn 

in the dough stage or beyond reached 39 percent. Corn condition was 55 percent good to excellent, up 2 percent 

from last week. 

 

Ninety percent of the soybean crop has bloomed, 2 days behind last year and 1 day behind the average. Sixty-

three percent of the soybean crop has set pods. Soybean condition was 52 percent good to excellent, equal to last 

week. 

 

Oat coloring was at 98 percent. Fifty-six percent of the oat crop has been harvested, 5 days ahead of last year and 

2 days ahead of the average. Oat condition was 53 percent good to excellent, up 4 percent from last week. 

 

Eighty-eight percent of the winter wheat crop has been harvested 3 days ahead of last year and 1 day ahead of 

the average. 

 

Eleven percent of the potato crop has been harvested, 1 day behind last year and 4 days behind the average.  

 

The third cutting of alfalfa was 76 percent complete, 1 day ahead of last year and 6 days ahead of the average. 

The fourth cutting of alfalfa was 9 percent complete. All hay condition was reported 44 percent good to excellent 

statewide, down 1 percent from last week.  

 

Pasture condition was rated 31 good to excellent statewide, down 1 percent from last week.
