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Wisconsin had 0.7 days suitable for fieldwork for the week ending April 7, 2024 according to the USDA’s 

National Agricultural Statistics Service. Snow and rain occurred throughout much of the state delaying field 

activities but replenishing soil moisture. Limited spring tillage happened when farmers were able to access fields. 

There were some reports of alfalfa starting to grow. 

 

Topsoil moisture condition rated 7 percent very short, 13 percent short, 62 percent adequate and 18 percent 

surplus.  Subsoil moisture condition rated 9 percent very short, 22 percent short, 59 percent adequate and 10 

percent surplus. 

 

Oat planting progress was 4 percent complete.  

 

Spring tillage was 5 percent complete, 6 days ahead of last year and 2 days ahead of the 5-year average. 

 

Pasture and range condition was 16 percent very poor, 14 percent poor, 45 percent fair, 21 percent good and 4 

percent excellent.  

 

Winter wheat condition was 1 percent very poor, 3 percent poor, 24 percent fair, 61 percent good and 11 percent
