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Field Crops Report
As of December 16, Cotton harvest is 95 percent complete, slightly behind last year’s progress of 99
percent, but ahead of the five year average rate of 94 percent. 

Alfalfa harvest progress was reported as 52 percent not being harvested, 13 percent light, 11 percent
moderate and 24 percent active.  Alfalfa condition was reported as 10 percent poor, 28 percent fair, 58
percent good, and 4 percent excellent.

Livestock, Range and Pasture Report
Range and Pasture conditions declined slightly from last week and were reported as 3 percent very
poor, 7 percent poor, 50 percent fair, 35 percent good, and 5 percent excellent. Livestock were reported
to be in good condition.  Stock Water was reported as adequate. Soil Moisture was reported as short.
Insect Damage was reported as light. 

Fruit, Vegetable and Specialty Crops Report
Last week producers in central Arizona shipped broccoli, cabbage, cantaloupes, carrots, cauliflower,
green onions, head lettuce, mixed greens, romaine and spinach.

Western Arizona producers shipped anise, bok choy, broccoli, cabbage, cantaloupes, cauliflower, celery,
cilantro, endive, escarole, kale, mixed greens, napa, parsley, radicchio, rapini, spinach and swiss chard
last week.  Western lettuce shipments included boston, iceberg, leaf, romaine and spring mix.

Last week citrus producers in central Arizona harvested fairchild tangerines, lemons, mandarins and
navels, while western producers harvested fairchild tangerines, lemons and navels.

Weather Summary
Temperatures for most of the State were below average for the week ending December 15.
Temperatures ranged from 3 degrees below normal at Canyon De Chelly, Coolidge, and Winslow, to 8
degrees below normal at Flagstaff.  The highest temperature of the week was 73 degrees at Parker,
while the lowest reading was -8 degrees at Flagstaff.  Precipitation was reported at 15 of the 17 reporting
stations.  Precipitation ranged from 0.01 inches at Winslow to 0.62 inches at Grand Canyon.
