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Field Crops Report
For the week ending September 5, bolls have opened on 70 percent of the acreage compared to
66 percent last year and the five year average of 73 percent.  Cotton condition was reported as
1 percent very poor, 3 percent poor, 29 percent fair, 40 percent good, and 27 percent excellent. 

Alfalfa harvest remained active on over half of the State’s acreage. Forty-five percent of the acreage had
no harvest activity.  Alfalfa condition was reported as 3 percent poor, 12 percent fair, 68 percent good,
and 17 percent excellent. 

Range and Pasture Report
Range and Pasture conditions were reported as 26 percent very poor, 33 percent poor, 17  percent fair,
19 percent good, and 5 percent excellent. 

Herbs, Fruit, Vegetable and Specialty Crops Report
Last week producers in central Arizona shipped cantaloupes, honeydews and watermelons. Western
Arizona producers shipped green onions, radishes and watermelons last week.

Weather Summary
Temperatures for the State were above normal for the week ending September 4.  Temperatures ranged
from normal at Payson and Safford to 4 degrees above normal at Prescott.  The highest temperature of
the week was 114 degrees at Parker and the lowest reading was 38 degrees at Grand Canyon.
Precipitation was reported at 10 of the 17 reporting stations.  Canyon De Chelly received the highest
amount of rainfall at 0.48 inches and Prescott received the lowest amount of rainfall at 0.02 inches.
