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CATTLE ON FEED

On March 1, 2001, Arizona had 307,000 head of cattle on feed for the slaughter market, up 12 percent from a year ago, and up 5,000 head from last month.
Placements totaled 41,000 head, 52 percent above February 2000. During February, 28,000 head were marketed, an increase of 17 percent from last
February.

On March 1, 2001, California had 440,000 head of cattle on feed for the slaughter market, up 9 percent from last March, down 5,000 head from last month.
Placements totaled 55,000 head, 10 percent above last year. During February, 50,000 head were marketed, a decrease of 4 percent from February 2000.

Cattle and calves on feed for slaughter market in the United States, for feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head, totaled 11.70 million head on March
1,2001. The inventory was up 3 percent from the 11.33 million head on March 1, 2000 and 12 percent above March 1, 1999. Placements in feedlots during
February totaled 1.58 million, 16 percent below 2000 and 13 percent below 1999. Net placements were 1.50 million. During February, placements of cattle
and calves weighing less than 600 pounds were 336,000, 600-699 pounds were 402,000, 700-799 pounds were 517,000, and 800 pounds and greater were
325,000. Marketings of fed cattle during February totaled 1.75 million, 15 percent below 2000, and 5 percent below 1999. Other disappearance totaled
81,000 during February, 4 percent above 2000 and 25 percent above 1999.

Cattle on feed March 1, 2001, in the historic 7 States, for feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head, totaled 10.01 million, up 3 percent from the previous
year and 13 percent above March 1, 1999. Placements in feedlots during February totaled 1.33 million, 17 percent below 2000 and 15 percent below 1999.
Marketings during February totaled 1.48 million, 16 percent below 2000, and 5 percent below 1999. Other disappearance during February was 64,000
head, 36 percent above 2000 and 52 percent above 1999.

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FEBRUARY MILK PRODUCTION DOWN 4.3 PERCENT
Milk production in the 20 major States during February totaled 11.2 billion pounds, down 4.3 percent from February 2000. Most of the decline is due to an extra day
of production in February 2000, because of leap year. Adjusting production for the additional day would put February 2001 milk production down 0.9 percent from last
year. January revised production, at 12.1 billion pounds, was down 1.6 percent from January 2000. The January revision represented a decrease of 0.1 percent or 11 million
pounds from last month’s preliminary production estimate.
Production per cow in the 20 major States averaged 1,440 pounds for February , 66 pounds below February 2000.
The number of cows on farms in the 20 major States was 7.77 million head, 7,000 head more than February 2000, but 10,000 head less than January 2001.

2000 WOOL PRODUCTION DOWN SLIGHTLY

Shorn wool production in the United States during 2000 was 46.4 million pounds, down slightly from 1999. Sheep and lambs shorn totaled 6.14 million
head, down slightly from 1999. The average price paid for wool sold in 2000 was $0.33 per pound for a total value of $15.5 million dollars, down 13
percent from $17.9 million dollars in 1999.

Mohair production in the three major producing states (Arizona, New Mexico, and Texas) during 2000 was 2.63 million pounds, down 9 percent from
1999. Goats and kids clipped, at 402,000 head, were down 9 percent from 1999. Average weight per clip at 6.5 pounds was unchanged compared to a
year earlier. Value of mohair was $10.6 million dollars, up 6 percent from 1999.

RED MEAT PRODUCTION DOWN

Commercial red meat production for the United States totaled 3.40 billion pounds in February, down 10 percent from the 3.77 billion pounds produced in
February 2000. February 2000 contained 21 weekdays (including one holiday) and 4 Saturdays. February 2001 contained 20 weekdays (including one
holiday) and 4 Saturdays. Beef production, at 1.88 billion pounds, was 13 percent below the previous year. Cattle slaughter totaled 2.58 million head,
down 12 percent from February 2000. The average live weight was down 7 pounds from the previous year, at 1,218 pounds. Veal production totaled
16 million pounds, 14 percent below February a year ago. Calf slaughter totaled 79,000 head, down 17 percent from February 2000. The average live
weight was 10 pounds above last year, at 328 pounds. Pork production totaled 1.49 billion pounds, down 5 percent from the previous year. Hog kill
totaled 7.60 million head, 6 percent below February 2000. The average live weight was 2 pounds above the previous year, at 264 pounds. Lamb and
mutton production, at 17 million pounds, was down 13 percent from February 2000. Sheep slaughter totaled 245,000 head, 16 percent below the same
time last year. The average live weight was 143 pounds, up 5 pounds from February a year ago.

January - February red meat production was 7.34 billion pounds, 3 percent below the comparable figure a year ago. Using comparable figures from last
year, beef and veal production were each 6 percent lower, pork production was 2 percent higher, and lamb & mutton production was 7 percent lower.

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The Preliminary All Farms Products Index of Prices Received in March was 104 based on 1990-92=100, up 4 points (4.0 percent) from the February
Index. Higher prices for hogs, broilers, milk, and cattle were partially offset by lower prices for apples, lettuce, strawberries, and corn. The seasonal
change in the mix of commodities farmers sell often affects the overall index. Higher seasonal marketings of strawberries, asparagus, milk, and broilers

were partially offset by lower marketings of cattle, cotton, oranges, and corn.

Compared with March 2000, the All Farm Products Index was 8 points (8.3 percent) higher. Price increases from March 2000 for milk, cattle, broilers,

and strawberries were partially offset by lower prices for soybeans, corn, apples, grapefruit, and potatoes.

PRICES PAID INDEX UNCHANGED

The March Index of Prices Paid for Commodities and Services, Interest, Taxes, and Farm Wage Rates (PPITW) was 124 percent of the 1990-92

average. The index was unchanged from February but 5 points (4.2 percent) above March 2000. Lower prices in March for insecticides, feed
concentrates, complete feeds, and diesel fuel were offset by higher prices for herbicides, nitrogen fertilizers, LP gas, and feeder cattle.
