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Idaho Milk Production Up 7.7 Percent

Idaho milk production during July 2001 totaled 696 million pounds, up 7.7 percent from the
same month last year and 5.5 percent more than June 2001. Revised production for June 2001
totaled 660 million pounds, 1.1 percent more than the preliminary estimate and 6.8 percent
above June 2000. Average milk production per cow in July 2001 was 1,850 pounds, 30
pounds more than July 2000 and 70 pounds above June 2001. The average number of milk
cows in July was 376,000 head, 21,000 more than in July 2000 and 5,000 head more than last
month.

Nationally, July milk production in the 20 major States totaled 12.1 billion pounds, down 1.2
percent from production in these same States in July 2000. June revised production, at 12.1
billion pounds, was down 0.2 percent from June 2000. Production per cow in the in the 20
major States averaged 1,555 pounds for July 2001, 6 pounds below July 2000. The number
of milk cows on farms in the 20 major States was 7.75 million head, 72,000 head less than
July 2000, but unchanged from June 2001.

IDAHO RED MEAT PRODUCTION UP 7 PERCENT

Commercial red meat production at Idaho packing plants for July
2001 totaled 53.1 million pounds, up 7 percent from last year.
July production was down 7 percent from June’s 57.0 million
pounds. Accumulated red meat production for the January-July
2001 period totaled 360 million pounds, up 8 percent from the
comparable period a year earlier.

Red meat production for the United States totaled 3.64 billion
pounds in July, down slightly from the 3.65 billion pounds
produced in July 2000. Beef production, at 2.18 billion pounds,
was 1 percent below the previous year. Cattle slaughter totaled
2.94 million head, down 1 percent from July 2000. The average
live weight was 1,216 pounds, down 4 pounds from the previous
year. Pork production totaled 1.43 billion pounds, up 2 percent
from the previous year. Hog kill totaled 7.45 million head, 1
percent above July 2000. The average live weight was 1 pound
above the previous year, at 260 pounds. Lamb and mutton
production, at 17 million pounds, was up 8 percent from July
2000. Sheep slaughter totaled 242,200 head, slightly below last
year. The average live weight was 140 pounds, up 10 pounds
from July a year ago. January-July red meat production was
25.9 billion pounds, 2 percent below the comparable figure a
year earlier. Accumulated beef production was 4 percent lower
than last year, pork was up 1 percent, and lamb & mutton was
down 5 percent.

Idaho Cattle On Feed Up 11 Percent

Cattle on feed for the slaughter market in ldaho from feedlots
with a capacity of 1,000 or more head on August 1, 2001
totaled 310,000 head, up 11 percent from the August 1, 2000
inventory of 280,000 head. The inventory was down 3 percent
from the number on hand as of July 1, 2001.

Placements of cattle into State feedlots with a capacity of 1,000
or more head during July totaled 60,000 head, up 4,000 head
from July 2000 placements. Marketings during July totaled
69,000 head, up 4,000 head from July 2000 marketings.

Cattle and calves on feed for the slaughter market in the United
States from feedlots with capacity of 1,000 or more head
totaled 10.89 million head on August 1, 2001.

The inventory was 7 percent above August 1, 2000 and 18
percent above August 1, 1999. Placements in feedlots during
July totaled 1.99 million, 4 percent above 2000 and 10 percent
above 1999. Net placements were 1.93 million.

During July, placements of cattle and calves weighing less than
600 pounds were 469,000, 600-699 pounds were 444,000,
700-799 pounds were 606,000, and 800 pounds and greater
were 467,000. Marketings of fed cattle during July totaled
2.05 million, 2 percent below 2000 and 3 percent below 1999.
Other disappearance totaled 59,000 during July, 34 percent
above 2000 and 13 percent above 1999.

Frozen Potato Stocks
Up 6 Percent from 2000

Frozen stocks of french fries in the United States on July 31, 2001,
totaled 983 million pounds, a 9 percent decrease from June 30, 2001,
but 6 percent above July 31, 2000. Other frozen potatoes, at 269
million pounds, decreased 1 percent from June stocks but increased 6
percent from last year.

United States stocks of butter on July 31, 2001, totaled 145 million
pounds, down 2 percent from the end of the previous month, but up
6 percent from July 31, 2000. Of this 145 million pounds, the
government owned 820 thousand pounds. Stocks of American cheese
totaled 504 million pounds, down 5 percent from June 30, 2001. The
government owned 1.60 million pounds.

Farm Labor in July

For the Mountain | Region of the U.S. (ldaho, Montana, and
Wyoming), there were 34,000 hired workers on farms and ranches the
week of July 8-14, 2001, down 8 percent from the 37,000 workers the
week of July 9-15, 2000. Hired workers worked an average of 46.0
hours during the survey week at an average wage of $7.61 per hour,
up 29 cents from last year.

There were 1.37 million hired workers on the Nation’s farms and
ranches the week of July 8-14, 2001, virtually the same as a year ago.
There were 1.04 million workers hired directly by farm operators.
Agricultural service employees on farms and ranches made up the
remaining 335,000 workers.

Migrant workers accounted for 11.1 percent of the July hired
workforce compared with 11.5 percent in July 2000.

Farm operators paid their hired workers an average wage rate of
$8.29 per hour during the July 2001 survey week, up 36 cents from
a year earlier. Field workers received an average of $7.70 per hour,
up 33 cents from last July. Livestock workers earned $7.89 per hour
compared with $7.68 a year earlier. The Field and Livestock worker
combined wage rate at $7.75 was up 32 cents from last year.
