NOVEMBER CROP PRODUCTION

U.S . HIGHLIGHTS

Corn production was forecast at 10.1 billion bushels, down
1 percent from last month, but up 7 percent from 1999. This
would be the largest on record.

Cornyieldswereexpected to average 137.7 bushelsper acre,
down 1.9 bushels from last month, but up 3.9 bushelsfrom a
year ago. Thiswould be the second largest yield on record.

Soybean production was forecast at a record high 2.78
billion bushels, down 2 percent from October 1, but 5 percent
above 1999.

Soybean yields wereforecast at 38.0 bushels per acre, down
0.7 bushel from last month, but 1.4 bushels above the 1999
final yield.

Eight-State Burley Belt production was expected to total
416.7 million pounds, virtually unchanged from the October
1 forecast, but 25 percent below a year ago.

Burley vields were expected to average 2,073 pounds per
acre, 1 pound above last month and 244 pounds higher than
1999.

KENTUCKY

Warm temperatures and dry weather over the State have
allowed Kentucky farmers to rapidly harvest corn and
soybeans and seed winter wheat. Foggy mornings and night
humidity have been beneficia to curing and stripping of
burley tobacco. Dry soil conditions have restricted wheat and
barley germination and development and pasture growth.
Yields are up for al commodities from last year’s drought
limited crops.

November 1 burley production wasforecast at 262.5 million
pounds, unchanged from last month while 31 percent below
last year. Production was down due to smaller harvested

acreage brought about by areductioninthe poundagefarmers
could sall. Yield at 2,100 pounds continues to be the largest
in 6 years. Harvested acreage remained the same as last
month at 125,000 acres, down 85,000 acres from last year.
Curing and stripping of tobacco has gone well this fall with
24 percent stripped as of October 29. Farmerswere preparing
their crop for market. Type 22, Eastern Dark Fire-Cured
tobacco yield increased 50 pounds from October 1 to 2,700
pounds per acre, the second highest on record. Type 23,
Western Dark Fire-Cured tobacco yield increased 50
pounds from October 1 to 3,250 pounds per acre, a record
high. Type 35, One Sucker Dark Air-Cured tobacco yield
increased 100 pounds from October 1 to 2,700 pounds per
acre, the highest on record. Type 36, Green River Air-
Cur ed tobacco yield increased 100 poundsfrom October 1 to
2,600 pounds per acre, the highest yield since 1994.

Corn for grain production was forecast at 170.3 million
bushels, the same as last month while up 37 percent from
1999. Thiswould be the largest corn crop since 1992. Yield
remained unchanged from October 1 at 130 bushels per acre,
the largest in 8 years. Harvested acreage was estimated at
1.31 million acres. Weather has been very favorablefor corn
harvest thisfall and was 94 percent complete as of October
29. Yields vary depending on locality and the amount of
rainfall received.

Soybean production was forecast at 43.2 million bushels,
unchanged from October 1. This was 77 percent above last
year and thelargest cropin 4 years. A record high yield of 40
bushel s per acre had been forecast while harvested acreage at
1.08 million acres was down 80,000 acres from 1999. Warm
weather has provided good drying conditions. As of October
29, 77 percent of the soybean crop had been harvested
compared to 83 percent last year and 66 percent for the five
year average. Yields for first crop beans have been
encouraging, however, yields of second crop beans were hurt
by the early season frost.
