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Measuring of the size and structure of the labour force in rural areas in Poland causes many 
difficulties. In particular, it refers to the population working in agriculture. It results from 
different data obtained from different statistical sources, from high dynamics of changes 
taking place in the Polish agriculture as regards the labour force, a high rate of older people 
working in agriculture, and also, from a different situation in the rural labour market of the 
population connected with agriculture, as well as, population outside agriculture. Solving the 
problems constitutes an important task for the Polish labour statistics. In the paper there are 
presented basic tendencies in changes in the rural labour market, as well as, the newest results 
of the conceptual work on the way of measuring the rural labour force in Poland.  
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
