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MINNESOTA’S JUNE MILK OUTPUT UP 3 PERCENT

June 2005 milk production totaled 701 million pounds in Minnesota, up 3 percent from the 681 million
pounds produced in June 2004, according to the Minnesota Agricultural Statistics Service.  May milk
output at 733 million pounds was not revised.

Minnesota production per cow averaged 1,540 pounds in June 2005, up 60 pounds from last June. 
The May rate at 1,610 pounds per cow was not revised.  The average number of milk cows on farms
in Minnesota during June 2005 was 455,000 head, the same as May, but down 5,000 from a year
ago.

Accumulated Minnesota milk production for the first 6 months of 2005 was 4.18 billion pounds, up 1
percent from the same period a year ago.

JUNE MILK PRODUCTION UP 5 PERCENT IN MAJOR STATES

Milk production during June 2005 totaled 13.68 billion pounds, up 5 percent from June 2004 in the 23
major states.  Revised May production for the 23 states was 14.27 billion pounds.  Production per
cow in the 23 states averaged 1,683 pounds during June 2005, up 76 pounds from June 2004. 
Revised May output per cow was 1,757 pounds.  The number of milk cows in the 23 major states
during June averaged 8.13 million head, up 47,000 from a year ago.

Accumulated milk production in the 23 major states for the first 6 months of 2005 was 80.90 billion
pounds, up 3 percent from the same period a year ago.
