Domape wns revorted in previous weeks because of the dry surface soil and hiph winds,
Opinion as to the extent of the damage veries but general opinion is that the damege
so far can be repaired by u good rain. Llsevhere with the exception of a few south-
western counties, the present surface moisture supply is adequate for winter wheat,
The crop has started to green-up in part of the  area south of the Platte River, The
outleok for rve is zlso favorable. ’

Some” spring grain was seeded during the past week., Not only has the weéther
been’a little too ¢ool but the surfsce soil is too wet, It may seem a little strange
thot the soil is tod wet in view of the dry winter scason, The heavy rains filled
the soil with water last fall and with the frost coming out of the g round together
with the recent licht srowfall throughout ell of the counties south of the Platte, -
the surface soil was too wet to work. In this area, warm weather with drying winds
would be favorable which is in marked contrast to the need for moisture in the pan-
hundle ¢nd a few gouthwestern counties, The soil in northeastern lebraska is even
wetter because that area hes had about normal nrecipitetion in addition to the heavy
reins last autum. Some country roads ars still impassable because of the wot cone-
dition. ‘

High price of wheat and corn has stimulated the sutmovement. Trucks arc han-
dling much of tho gruin, Comrm is still being trucked southward, A shortage of
muterial for treating sced is reported. More than usual interest is being shown in
vced treatwent, -The ferm labor supply generally varies from short to ample. Shin-
went of potatoes from the North Platie Valley is still heavy. Some viere surpriécdnat
the intended roduction of corn, ticreafes  This is cexplained by nearly a half nillion
gere incrense in-winler wheat, one of the largest secedings on record, Furthermore,
there seems to be a desire to maintain a high acreage of oats in the southeastorn
quarter of the State so that more land will be availeble for seeding wheat noxt fall.

LIVESTOCK ~ The fine open winter has been a break for range cattle especirlly in the

arcas whore the hay supply was short, Genernlly the range territory has
sufficient moisture but needs warmer weether to start the grass, ‘“heat should fur-
nish considerablc pasture., Reports on pig production vary considerably from satise-
fectory litters to smell litters, Losscs of nips also vary 65 the weather has not
becn too fuvorecble., Interest in poultry production is offset to some extont because
of high poultry fced prices.
