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NEBRASKA WEEKLY WEATHER AND CRCOP REPORT
Release 6/3/L7 P.M. : Week Ending 6/2/L7
WBATEER The week was mostly cloudy and unseasonably cold, with lowest temperatures

considerably below freezing in the west and most of the northeastern portion
of the State on the morning of the 29th, and near, or slightly below, freezing in the
southeast. Heavy precipitation occurred during the wesek except in the extreme south-
western portion, where & few stations report moderete amounts. Much of this precipi-
tation occurred in the form of snow over the western and extreme northern portions of
the 8tate, where depths renged from two to ten inches.

CROPS Unseasonably cold weathsr accompanied by snow in the western and northern por-
T tions of the State, end rain elsevhore, cavsed a setback %o all Nebraska crops.
late planted boets were seriously dameged by ths freezs in the Scottsbluff area. Some
of tac beets have been replanted. Alfalfa in the western section was also materially
injured, The crop is down and will need bo be cub so as to give the second cutting a
good start., Except in the southsastern part of the state, corn that was up vas fros-
ted or frozen back and replenting will be necessary in meny fields. Reports indicate
that 854 of the corn is planted to dete, compared vith 71% a week earlier. Warmer
weather is needed, particularly for this erop,

Spring planted grain erops, it is believed, suffercd little, if any, damage from
the freeze. The crops are much later then ususl in plant development bscause of the
late seeding eand unfavorable growing wenther which has prevailed, Yiinter whoat ap=
peared %o have come through the frecze without much demage except in aress where hail
injured the crop. It is rather & fficult at this stege of plant development 4o de-
tormine possible injury to wheat. The snow and rein caused severe lodging, but most
of this will straighten with sunshine and dry woather, Rye was mostly headed throughe
out the State and somec whitehoads can be seen in fields, particulardy in the northern
and western areas, indicating demagc from the frecze. Tho extent of the damage,
however, is impossible %o ascertain.

BEerly commercial potatoss in the lower Platte Valley were frosted back end will
cause the crop to be delayed further. The wet, cold spring delayed plantinrg of this
crop and reports Indicatc that many stands arc rather thin., Vegetable gardens werc
perhaps the hardes®t hit of 211 craops. Losses rangc from. total in the northsrn and
wostern part of the state to slightly demsged in the southonstern srom. Fruit crops
in southoestern Nebraska escaped injury. Somc demage was caused o grapes, but this
is belicved to be rather small. Elsowhbere, fruit crops wcre damaged matarially.
Trees snd shrubbery in the western areas wore severely demaged by the heavy, wct snow,
