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VEATHER Sunshine was abundant and no rain worthy of montion ocourred after the 15th,

Afternoon temperatures. werc frequently in tho 90s, with modorate winds until
the 22nd whon hot winds occurred in tho cast, with highest tomporatures locally
slightly over 100 in tho south. Temperatures exceoded 100 in some localities also on
the 19th, wiﬁh a few reports of hot winds.

CROPS High tomperatures and winds Awgust 19, 22, and 23 were unfavorable for corn in

castorn Nebraskea, but so fer no matorial damage in castern Nobraska is expected
bocause of the favorable moisture supply and advanced stage of growth. Howover, a
continuation of high temporatures with high winds may do somo demage.

Moru or loss demage to corn was reporbed in parts of soutlwestern and south
central Nebraske where the moisture supply has been inadoquate for some time, A num-
ber of the countics report demago and somo report burning of corn. While part of
the corn hed been cut short previously, hot winds of tho past weel were especially
scvore beoause of inadequate moisbture. o

Seeding of winter wheat has bogun in the Panhandle.,  Summer fallow ficlds aro
gonerally in splondid condition,  Conditions are not so favorable in south contral
counties whereo there has been a lack of moisture for somo time, but in eastern Nebras-
ta, sood=bed is in wordorful shapoc because of early plowing ard hoavy rains.

Considerable thrashing of shocl:od oats was done last weok in northeastern
Nebraske where rain had delayed thrashirg for weeks. Roports indicat_e‘ sgif_io‘loss from
sprouting of tho grain in tho shoclk,

Harvosting of the third crop of alfalfa continlos and yields aro very good.
Ixcept for south central Hobraska, there appoars %o be sufficilont moisture to start
the fourth orop., Forage crops are good except for some damawe in south ‘dontral and
southwestorn countios, Tho soced-bed is highly favorable for: plantmg alfalfa and
grasses in castorn Hobraskm, but same foar for demapge is oxpoc'bod whore grasshoppers
Are NUMorctus,.

Early potato harvest continues with good yields and the late potato out look is
Sugar boots aro doigwoll but thy ere some reborts of demage, to beans.
