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WEATHER Temperatures averaged above normal, with unseasonably hot weather during

the first half of the week, (Culbertson reported 105° on the 12th) but
rather cool during the latter half., Precipitation ranged from light along the south-
ern border to heavy over much of the central and northern porticns, and & few locsally
excessive downpours were reported, with locally severe hail.

CROPS Considerable corn has been re-planted in some counties and in a few cases

flelds were planted to sorghum. Rains of the past week delayed cultivation,
Some corn has been cultivated twice. The high temperatures in the early part of
the week were favorable for corn.

Some wheat in central and scuth-central end western areas was beginning to
show the effects of high temperatures and dry weather, until relieved by rain last
week. Genorally, counties bordering the Nebraska-Kansas line and most of the coumnties
bordering the Nebraske-Colorado state line reteived very little rain end are short of
moisture. Straw is short in the west., There were several heil storms with consider-
able damage reported. Aside from the hail and dry aress, the outlook for wheat is
very good. The wheat in most of the southern counties is ranging from milk to the
dough stages and beginning to ripen in a few counties.

' Condition of oats and barley is somewhat lower. The crops are very spotted.
Generally, the outlook 1s quite favoreble on the better land. Oats have been heading
in southern counties. Weeds are e menace in some of the fields.

About B0% of the sorghum crops have been planted. Harvest of the first crop
of alfalfa is generally completed in southern counties and well advanced in north=
eastern Nebraska. Rains delayed the alfalfa harvest somewhat in northeastern Nelmskm,
but were of real benefit in sbtarting the second ecrop. There is very little change in
the outlook for wild hay, Pastures are good. Kelth county reported a very poor
outlook for pasture and wild hay because of continued dry weather locally.

Thinning and blocking of sugar beets continues in the North Platte Valley.

Seed beds have been prepared and plenting of the lete commercial poteto erop is in
progress in North Platte Valley.

LIVESTOCK Cettle heve been doing well on pastures except in a few western counties,
where grass has not made good growth because of dry weather. Commercial
chiek hetchings to date are only slightly below that of 1949,
