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WEATHER Tho week was considerably cooler than normal, with low temperatures near

the freezing point over most of the western and sentral portions of the
Stote Sunday morning; Broken Bow reported s temperaturc of 31° and Culbortson, 32%,
Rainfall ranged from heavy over most of the eastern portion of tho Stato to light in
the southwest and mostly occurred early in the wocks. The latter part of tho week
wes sunny with drying westerly to northerly winds,

CROPS Corn made fair progress during the past week. Temperatures were too low for
maximum development. Frost was too light to do any damage. A killing frost
would do sorious damage becouse mueh of the corn ig so lato, generelly ronging from
milk to dent stoges. Some of the husks have started to brown and a small percentage
of the corn could withstand 1light frost. Nemaha ocounty reported some fiolds infected
with blight.
- Twonty-eight percent of the winter wheat had been sceded up to last Saturday.
Roports of seedlng by districts are as followsy Northwest, 64%; North-Central, 3&%;
Northenst, 41%; Central, 27%; Eost=Central, 14%; Southwest, 18%; South-Central, 9%;
and Southeast 7%e Muach of the seeding will be dono this week if woather permits.
About half of the rye has been seedad,

Sorghum showed o slight improvement but the crop is leate. Severe damage %o the
potato crop from late blight is expected in the commercisl potato aroa of woestern
Nobrasks, it being reported as the worst in many years. The dry edible beacn crop has
boen damaged badly from rusts The outlook for sugar beets is good.

Part of the third crop of alfalfa has been harvested. Thé harvest of wild hay
was retarded by rains and cutting is still in progress. Ranchers are eager to geot
somg reservag because of the high level of cattls numbers.

hbout 73% of the alfalfa and 6% of the grosses were seedod up to last Saturday.
Wiet soil has delayed seeding. The earlier seodings are up and making progross.

The preliminary estimate of thresher-run Nabraska sweet clover seed crop is
52,000 bushels as compared with 174,000 bushels lost year and the 1940~49 average of
57,500 bushels. The national sweet clover seed crop, thresher-run, is also down with
833,000 bushels against 1,484,000 bushels last year and the 1940-49 average of
694,000 bushels. Loss in cleaning is estimated at 24%. The national supply of clean
sced plus the carryover is estimated at 62 million pounds against 74 million pounds
last year and 41 million pounds the 1940-49 average.
