WEATHER The week was slightly cooler than normal over the sastern portion of the

" state and considerably cooler in the west. Moderate to heavy rains foll
during the middle of the week over the entire state, and a few light showers over
the we gstern portion of the state during the close, Rainfall was very heavy over
the southern portion of the Panhandle, where Sidney received a total of over 3 inches.

CROPS  There is over twice as much corn planted now as there was on this date a year

agos The roturns show 68% of the corn planted up to last Saturday May 17 as

compared with 28% planted on May 20 a year agos The general rains of the past week
deleysd planting but were of bensfit to corn that had been planted. There was some
complaint thet it was too dry prior to the rain for corn to sprouts Several counties
reported wire worms and other insects working on planted corn.

The progress of corn planting by distriots is as follows: Northwest, 3873
North-Central, 44%; Northeast, 59%, Central, 727%; East-Central, 73%; Southwest, 5&%;
South-Central, 78%; Southeast, 82%, Warmer weather would be d631rable for corne
If weather permits practically all of the planting should be completed thils weeke

A trip through the Missouri bottoms last week revealed that a considerable
percentage of the land had bsen ploved and scme had been planted to corn. Dry, windy
weather had dried out the bottomlands earlier than expectsd. However, water was
still standing on some of the fields. Levies that stopped the current prevented
severe damage from the flood and left deposits of silt., Near ths river where the
current was swift there wes considerable damage from erosion. A large:percentage
of wheat and alfalfa was killed by the standing water. Damage to fences was not
nearly as large as expected but damage to buildings and roads was apperant.

Winter wheat made ‘spléndid progress. Wheat fields in the southern Panhandle
which wero getting very dry received heavy rain. Hail damage was reported from
several counties. The crop is making a heavier growth of straw then desired. EKarly
wheat is in the boot. A few counties in southeastern Nebraske are reporting mosaic
in theo wheat, and one county reported damage from root mold.

Cats and barley were benefited greatly by the rain. The top soil was dry and
the crop was beginning to show the need for moisture. One county reported consider=
able demage from foot or-root mold on oats.' Barley improved from rains also. Soms
fields show & lack of nitrates.

< Alfalfa.was improved greatly by the rainru Most of the first crop of alfalfa
will be ready for harvest before the close of the month.: Dehydrators-have already
started operations. Several counties reported damage to sweet clover from weevil,

- Several countiss reported-damage-to rad elover from the pea aphids The cool,
wot weather is favorable-for cut wormss. Cne "seutheastern county reported green bugs

in wheat. So far Hessian Fly infestation in western Nebraska is not as heavy as
it was last year.

LIVESTOCK Grass is abundant. The rains of the past week throughout the state were

vory beneficial to pasture. Siloux-.eounty reported sales of yearlings,
mostly heifers, renging from $31.80 to $32.20-with one lot averaging $126 a head.
